On September 1, 2007   Tak-
ingitglobal (a Canadian 
based  international NGO) in 
partnership with the  African 
Child Peace Initiative suc-
cessfully completed its first 
series of basic ICT, ICT en-
trepreneurship,  and ICT 
leadership   training work-
shops at the Caldwell Multi-
purpose Peacbuilding Youth 
Center . These training work-
shops are part of a project 
called Creating Local Con-
nections West Africa that is 
being implemented   simulta-
neously in Liberia and four 
other West African Countries 
(Ivory Coast, Guinea, Sierra 
Leone, Nigeria) and is  
funded by OSIWA.  
With all commitment to the 
goals of TakingITglobal, the 
Creating Local Connections 
West Africa–Liberia project 
aims to realize the potential 
of youth and engage them as 
development actors in the 
improvement of their coun-
try, Liberia and region. CLC 
WA –Liberia project will 
achieve this through peer-led 
trainings, networking, na-
tional youth meetings, media 
creation, award processes, 
research and development of 
strategic use of information 
and communication tech-
nologies (ICTs).. 
It is against this backdrop 
that the first eleven partici-
pants (six girls and five 
boys) were certificated for 
obtaining skills in basic ICT, 
ICT in Entrepreneurship and 
ICT in Leadership. The pro-
gram was attended by the 
Community Development 

Chairman, Representative 
from the Commissioner Of-
fice, The Former Township 
Commissioner , elders, and 

other prominent citizens of 
the township.  
During the program the 
Country Director  of ACPI , 
Mr. Alvin N. Poure admon-
ished the participants to use 
their newly acquired skills 
for the betterment of their 
country , community , and 
personal well being. He went 
on to say that the training has 
taken them from one level in 
life to another. They now 
have a different perspective 
of life and access to the rest 
of the world through the 
internet so they should make 
good use of it.
