  PRELIMINARY ANALYSIS – BRAZILIAN SUSTAINABLE TOURISM 

Meetings in Canada with Raimunda Montiero of the MMA/FNMA in May 2003, resulted in Philip accepting the invitation by the Rubber Tappers Association, Rondonia Government and Federal Brazilian Government to explore Brazil from Rio to Manaus, the Guapore valley to Espirito Santo. With expert guidance from proud Brazilians, Philip collected a wealth of touristic analysis, produced reports and trained local service providers to understand the behaviours and needs of international customers at every opportunity.

 

MEETINGS AND REPORTS
Now with a clearer picture of the needs of the Brazilian people, and first-hand understanding of the diversity of the regions and cultures, Philip then met with the MMA/FNMA in Brasilia, to discuss the further development of sustainable tourism training programs.

Following meeting with State officials in Espirito Santo and the Federal Tourism Minister Walfrido dos Mares Guia, two impressive groups in Brazil provided Philip with opportunities to develop methodologies to develop sustainable tourism practices (with the objective of exploiting international tourism potential) and providing incomes and employment for local people.
