I had an interactive forum with 23 other youths on Tuesday, February 26, 2002 to prepare a memorandum on The Nigerian Youth’s Dream for the proposed Public Hearing on Information and Communication Technology (ICT) of the Senate Committee on Science and Technology holding on March 12 and 13, 2002.

Discussions covered issues such as:

· National Policy on Information Technology
· Bridging the Digital Divide
· Development Opportunities
· Government Roles
· The Role of The Youth
The Seminar also attracted contributions from other Nigerian youths who are not presently living in Nigeria. The forum held at THE EXECUTIVE CYBERSCHUUL, Lagos.
The Summit was declared open with short addresses by Mr. Chris Uwaje (President, Information Technology Association of Nigeria, ITAN) and Engr. Titi Omo-Ettu (CEO, THE EXECUTIVE CYBERSCHUUL). They both emphasized the place of team work in Youth-led initiatives. They left us with the challenge of coming up with result-oriented conclusions.

We discussed the role of the Nigerian Youth, and agreed that each person must look beyond the limitations of the environment, prepare himself as a global citizen and employ the potentials of team work. We also discussed the necessity of an atmosphere that encourages development, which is made possible through partnerships between the government and the private sector.
