Patricia (TIG coordinator) and I actively participated in the YARD peace activity, which included peace tonourments, entertainment, speeches and a peace movie.

I tried to help the youth organization (YARD) to mobilize resources for this peace event, which they were partnering with Dunia Moja –in order to commemorate the 1st anniversary and the victims of the post election violence here in Kenya, though it was very challenging.
The theme for the event was: Reflections of Healing.
The event, which started at 12 noon, attracted over 200 young people in the estate –who engaged in the peace tonourments, to win a ‘peace’goat-(the two goats were white in colour), entertainment and to crown it all, A Peace Movie-entitled- Coming of Age, Enough is Enough , Why.
The youths all had white ribbons tied round their wrists, depicting PEACE TO ALL.
Through a table that we had in the open field, we managed to reach out to young people, who had questions and were eager to learn what TIG is doing to help the youth in the low income areas.

It was observed and there after suggested that youth in these areas feel that  as much as TIG is an online network organization, it should work towards, enabling the youth-from low income areas and developing countries in general, get networked not only through offline activities and reach outs as the one we did, but endeavor to provide access to internet to the youth and thus, actively network with others, and also be able to get opportunities as fast and efficiently as other youth in the developing world.
Through this, TIG would most definitely be reaching out to the needs of the youth in the developing world.
