2ND FEBRUARY . 2009. FIRST MEETING 
Our meeting on the first day started at about 4:45 pm,  15 munities later than the 4:30 pm fixed with four students.  Being a maiden meeting a diagnostic test was required to know their strength and weakness. This, I asked them to write the letters of the English alphabets which revealed quite a lot. I found out that out of the   four students only Ruth could read and write the letters well. One named, Ajara could neither read nor write the alphabets apparently not having been to school before. The other two could read and write but with some difficulties in identifying the letters in isolation and writing some of the letters properly. Our first meeting thus was spent concentrating on the alphabets.

5TH FEBRUARY. SECOND MEETING 

The lesson started at 5.05 pm when the students arrived. Due to their mixed ability as seen from the previous meeting, this lesson had to be conducted for two ability groups; the three who had gone beyond the alphabets and the one, Ajara, who had only just started learning it.

Thus I took the first group through the letters of the alphabets and the sounds to which they correspond. They were drilled with the sounds to ensure that they could, in isolation, identify the sounds and the letters they represent. The next thing I did was to shift my attention to Ajara, while I kept the others busy with some exercise. I took her though the alphabets; on their pronunciation. 


9TH FEB. 2009. THIRD MEETING 

Lesson started at 5.00pm. This time we had a new student named Georgina Lamptey joining us increasing our enrolment to five students.

We revised the previous lesson, I then introduced them to the combination of two sounds to form two letter words such as 

S- o –So 

D-o-do 

T-o-to

G-o-go

H-o-Ho 
I then introduced them to three letter words by merely attaching a sound to the two letter words already learnt such as 

do-t-dot    

go-t-got 


no-t-not 

to-t-tot 

They were assigned with the days work to practice at home.

12TH FEB FOURTH MEETING 

Our schedule on this day began at about 5.00pm ghana time with three of the students who were later joined by one more. the lesson, originally scheduled to start at 4:30 pm thus started 30 minutes delay of the normal time.  this lesson was conducted by a volunteer afful baidu frederick a language student from the university of education winneba. he began by revising the previous meetings  works, looking at the alphabets and their corresponding sounds. we made it a point to stress the distinction between the lettering and the sound. we also explained that in orthography, we make use of the letters of the alphabets while we use the sounds in speech. so by way of revision and a link to the lesson of the day, he gave them a symbolic representation of the letters of the alphabets explaining further that the sounds in their discrete forms can be realized differently depending on the environment they find themselves in a word.

On the lesson itself he explored the sound [at], [ot],[it] prefixing them with various consonants such as b,c,f,h,t,w, etc. the possible words realized from these combinations were written for the learners to go through their pronunciations gradually and systematically, joining the sound representing the letters that form the words example  bat,  cat, fat, that. this was done with the view to getting them acquainted with the art of seeing and pronouncing. all this while, i was giving ajara special tuition on the letters of the alphabets.

16TH FEB. FIFTH MEETING 
I arrived at the venue together with Lena, a German volunteer at exactly 4:25 pm. Having previously briefed her on the whole concept of the programme. She had come fully equipped with some teaching learning materials that will facilitate our teaching. Being her first time she merely observed whiles the lesson proceeded.

Later, we were joined by another volunteer called Dina a student at the Ghana institute of Languages who helped Ajara with the alphabets using improvised flash cards I had prepared. 

The meeting closed at exactly 6:30 pm.
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
