Chronological Bible Storytelling Training
Lira Bible Storytelling Trainings
The turnouts were very good this month for the trainings, with 4 new church leaders added to the total number trained for the month.   

Chronological Bible Storytelling (CBS) Radio Program
The radio program continues to be successful in Lira District and has received phone calls from listeners in many neighboring districts. The increased amount of time has allowed for more fruitful discussions, and the weekly bible quiz (with a free Luo Bible for the correct answer) have done well to promote the show as a large number of people now listen to the show( measured through the many number of those who try to call in).

IGA support:

LAYAD was able to evaluate 5 groups involved in IGA activities this month. The department of economic security is to follow up on groups already in existence to make there are considerable progress in this area.

Child Protection:

A number of community members were invited for dialogue as the project is about to start its activities in selected sub-counties. Trainings are expected to start as soon as funding is realized.

Home At Best:

This is an initiative geared towards enhancing peaceful families by creating awareness on family income, household food security, Gender equality, Positive parenting among others. It was in the sub-counties of Barr, Adekokwok, Orum, Aloi and Abongomola respectively. The awareness is carried is also done on Radio Unity-one of the local radio stations here in Lira district, northern Uganda and the program runs for one hour weekly.

Achievements
1. We were able to meet 244 participants from the initial 240 planned.

2. We were able to do four radio shows on family and the economy, and equality between children (sexes), and parents.

Challenges

· More community leaders wanting to attend the training
· Food prices high due to shortage in food supply due to draught and so it may pose a serious challenge in feeding participants during the training.
Future Plans
· Make sure all departments are able to implement their activities even with little contributions that can be sought.

· Continue to identify innovative approaches to problems affecting the community

· Identify potential funders for projects.

· Partner with other agencies/organizations and individuals who can input in terms of ideas, materials and financially for proper coordination and running of the projects.
