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The issues before Economic and Financial Committee are: 
1. The impact of the Economic and Financial Crisis on the Achievement of the MDGs;

2. Climate Change and the MDGs: crafting viable post-Kyoto Agreements.

1. The impact of the Economic and Financial Crisis on the Achievement of the MDGs

The government of Chad is highly concerned with world`s economic and financial crisis. The crisis has already had negative influence on the economic and social prospects of Africa. And it is definitely one of the dangers which can prevent world community from achievement of Millennium Development Goals. 

Chad as other African countries experiences major negative consequences of world`s financial crisis. Among them are the food crises, sharp increase in the cost of basic necessities, the significant drop in export product prices, the energy crises, including falling oil prices, the increasing scarcity of public development aid, not to mention the repeated attacks by rebel incursions from Sudan.

Current situation in Chad and in other African countries pose a question of region`s economic growth, socio-economic and infrastructure achievements. At the same time the crisis`s negative consequences haven`t been fully experienced yet due to their medium- and long term nature.

Our government would like to draw the attention of world community to the fact that in times of crisis it is crucial to provide Africa with adequate external support. Investment needs of the region are high. Without them all reform and adjustment efforts undertaken in recent years could fail.

There have been certain concerns that in the long run foreign aid and investment in Africa will be reduced. Chad believes that this reduction can be fatal to the continent. The risks of further cuts in social services such as education and health, including HIV/AIDS and development programs` budgets, as well as considerable increase in unemployment, poverty and hunger are very high. All these risks can not only prevent Africa from achieving Millennium Development Goals by 2015, but put the continent in even more miserable situation. That is why our government considers crucial to provide African economy with external support in order to ensure stability of the region and give it a hope for the future.

The government of Chad emphasizes the need to strengthen development projects by rising the process of dialogue between financing institutions and the countries to active participation of the latter in working out, implementation and realization of the projects.
In times of crises it is also necessary to support agriculture sector in developing countries. Effective agriculture programmes increase food availability, provide new job opportunities and therefore contribute greatly to lowering poverty and hunger. In addition, these programmes are often the important source of country`s income due as most of developing countries export their agriculture products.

In this context Chad would like to encourage the further development of agriculture sector in developing countries by means of investments in irrigation systems, providing farmers with effective and environmentally-friendly fertilizers and pesticides, technology and knowledge transfer. It is also crucial to support exported agriculture products from developing countries using various economic measures and trade regulation.
Taking into account the growing concern that African countries could face increasing pressure for debt repayment, Chad believes that expanding countries` loans wouldn`t be the best strategy. In order to ensure financial stability and not put the countries deeper in debt, loan restructuring may be implemented. For countries being the most effected by the crisis granting debt service delay may be the chance to overcome the hardest times.

In times of globalization world`s stability can`t be reached without ensuring stability in the regions and individual countries. We would like to encourage member states to strengthen and develop cooperation on global and regional levels in order to overcome the crisis and finally achieve Millennium Development Goals.

2. Climate Change and the MDGs: crafting viable post-Kyoto Agreements
The government of Chad would like to appreciate the outcomes of the previous annual UN conferences on climate change and welcome the next round of discussions taking place in Copenhagen, Denmark in December 2009. We express hope that during the next conference the global community will framework the future of post-Kyoto Agreements world ensuring its sustainable development and prosperity.

First of all the government of Chad would like to acknowledge the principle of “common but differentiated responsibility” stated in Kyoto Protocol. We express hope that this principle will be included in new agreements on climate change.

Taking into account the differences in countries` stages of development and economic needs we consider that it is important to have individual approach towards countries` industrial activities. Developing countries face much higher difficulties in industrial development. That is why they should be given more freedom to determine emission levels as well as the other aspects of sectors` functioning.

Chad welcomes the initiative of developing alternative energy resources and increasing energy efficiency. 

At the same time we would like to note that economy of large number of country highly depends on extraction and use of fossil fuels. The profits from fossil fuels reserves are used in development targets such as investments in education, health, other social services and infrastructure.

In it widely known that rapid growth of population in developing countries is one of the main reasons of increase in energy demand. Chad believes that this factor should influence the position of world community concerning emission requirements posed on the developing world. In order not to broaden the gap between developed and developing countries these requirements to the latter should be softened. That will allow the developing countries to increase their productive capacity and overcome many existing economic and social problems.

Chad would like to emphasize the importance of investment in energy sector of developing countries. Reaching development targets, including reduction of unemployment, poverty and hunger, is not possible without adequate energy policies and projects. 

That firstly should include investments in existing energy projects and infrastructure. That will help countries to increase energy efficiency and therefore have positive economic and environmental results. 

Secondly it is of great importance to invest in development of new energy sources. African continent has great potential in developing alternative energy sector. This sector has great capacity to contribute to decreasing green-house gases emissions. At the same time the region can`t develop its alternative energy sector without external support.

The government of Chad sees global forest area decrease to be a serious threat to climate change mitigation and further sustainability. We believe that the adequate measures should be taken by world community. They may include financing and technology transfer to agriculture sector in order to increase its productivity and lower the demand for new lands; investment in recycling plants and urban planning.

Our government emphasizes that the necessary condition for achieving the targets of climate change mitigation is close cooperation of the counties. This cooperation should include providing aid and investment for developing countries, technology and knowledge transfer. These actions are crucial in order to stop climate change without which it would be impossible to achieve the Millennium Development Goals and ensure future sustainability.
