SITUATION OF YOUTH IN MALAWI AND YES MALAWI
YES SUMMIT 2004, 4-7 OCTOBER. INVITATION TO ALL KEY STAKEHOLDERS AND REQUEST FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.

YES campaign launched in Alexandria, Egypt in September 2002 has grown from an initiative to a result oriented drive in more than sixty established country networks, of which Malawi stands out as one of the few that is able to drive towards policy reforms and increased youth participation in various sectors.

Malawi was represented by the then Minister of Youth Honourable Mama Mary Kaphwereza Banda, and Honourable Mama Alice Sumani who led a twelve-man delegation to the summit.

YES Malawi though it has made strides in establishing itself as a consulting and leading voice in campaigning for a wider opportunities towards employment creation for youth, we have still a long way in establishing  a sustainable employment creation mechanisms.

As the First Lady of Egypt, Madame Suzanne Mubarak said during the official speech at the launch of the YES Campaign: “Ignoring this problem is our own collective peril. The enormous energies of youth must be given the opportunity to be channeled to constructive and sustainability activity. If denied, we faced the specter of hundreds of millions of half educated unemployed youths in the cities of the developing world … easy prey to social pathologies, a social and political time bomb waiting to explode the order and stability from which they have been excluded.”

One of the major causes of poverty is insufficient opportunity for people to earn a living-the demand for employment exceeds the ability to supply. The employment markets is limited, and young people have less access to it than older experienced job seekers.

At least 60 percent of the Malawi’s 11 million are people below the age of 30. And close to 60,000 young people leave secondary education, with only an average 35 % of the figure are able to pass their national examinations.

Close to one million children are enrolled through the free primary education, out of which only 300,000 are able to complete their basic eight years of primary education. With very few of them being young girls.

Only one third of those completing primary education are able to access secondary education, with less that one percent of the Secondary school leavers are able to secure places in post-secondary education institutions.

This practically means that up to 500,000 young people, either drops out of school, fail their examinations but still enter the labour market annually. Employment opportunities are very nil for many of the graduates leaving education institutions. In simple summary most of our problems are contained in this statement: Our nation is plagued and burdened by unemployment, HIV/Aids, environmental degradation, hunger, poverty and acts of violence and robbery. Insecurity and lack of income access by the majority of our people.

The current level of youth unemployment is highly unsustainable. A failure to act to address youth unemployment is a prescription for a national disaster.

It is with such a background that during the second year of the campaign over 60 Networks, a combination of the Youth NGOs, Private Sector, Public sector and the General Civil Society will converge in MEXICO from the 4th to the 7th October 2004 to review the progress of the campaign.

Malawi intends to send at least a delegation of twenty young people, policy and decision makers on areas affecting youth employment, education institutions and other key players including companies that deal with mass employment and service delivery.

YES Malawi therefore is pleased to invite you and your institution to nominate an individual in your area, with gender considerations to participate at the YES MEXICO.

We believe that if properly coordinated, we can reduce the costs of the programme and also maximize Malawi’s participation at the Summit, as apart from main plenary sessions there is a trade exhibition, multinational businesses forums and donor support agencies meetings which new opportunities for funding can be presented.

We are also requesting for reports, programmes and any information on initiative that you have been undertaking which have influenced or directly created both formal and informal youth employment for the past two years and if available the actual data.

For those that cannot be able to actually participate at the summit, we request for your financial support towards the group budget estimated at USD 35 thousand United States dollars. YES Malawi has committed itself to fundraise almost half of the budget and seeks Government and other stakeholders support to participate at the summit.

A joint fundraising International dinner will be at the Intercontinental Hotel  in Livingstone Zambia and key teams are YES Malawi, YES Zambia, YES Zimbabwe, YES Botswana and YES Namibia.

Enclosed is the actual estimate for both the summit and fundraising activities.

· While all necessary fundraising activities have budgeted on Air Travel, YES Malawi and other regional country networks are working to find cheaper means of traveling to Mexico. Air tickets at a particular time might be booked and paid by the Youth Development Network in South Africa, which means all payments might be required to be routed through the YDN which is the YES Southern Africa. 

· To reduce the cost of Air travel by almost USD 400 dollars YES Malawi is also exploring alternative arrangements to travel to South Africa by road.
