National Youth Policy

Within the government, the Ministry of Youth, Sports and Culture coordinates the national youth policy of Togo in cooperation with other youth-serving ministries. 



National Youth and Student Coordinating Bodies:

Comite Prov. du Conseil National de la Jeunesse (CP/CNJT) is the main youth coordinating body in Togo, but unfortunately there is no information about the organization in the UN Youth Unit. Two other important national youth coordinating bodies in the country are the Youth Assembly of Togolese People (Jeunesse du Rassemblement du Peuple Togolais: JRPT) and the National Movement of Students and Pupils of Togo (Mouvement National des Etudiants et Stagiaires du Togo: MONESTO). The former, founded in 1971, is a youth wing of a single national political party, the Assembly of Togolese People (RPT), which assumes the overall leadership of JRPT. The membership consists of all young people in Togo between the ages of 12 and 35 years, and the organization is directed by a national assembly and a national committee. JRPT aims to unite the youth of Togo through political, economical, social and cultural formation to build and develop the country. The organization is affiliated to the Pan African Youth Movement (MPJ) and to the World Federation of Democratic Youth (WFDY). The latter, MONESTO, is a student arm of the RTP, which has a membership consisting of over 100,000 pupils at secondary schools and students at vocational training centres and institutions of higher education in Togo. The structure of MONESTO consists of a national student conference and an executive student committee. MONESTO aims e.g. to promote and represent the interests and concerns of the pupils and student of Togo vis-a-vis the educational authorities of the country, and to represent Togolese students and pupils at transnational student meetings in other countries. The organization is affiliated to the International Union of Students (IUS) and to the All African Student Union.
