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BRING SMILE TO YOUR FACE
Background of the project: 



For about 9 months, each week a group of foreign and Korean volunteers have been going to 4 different orphanages in Daegu (3rd largest city in South Korea) to teach English to the children.  The children have showed a particular interested in foreigners, the excitement that foreign volunteers bring to the kids and the support of Korean volunteers are the keys to encourage Korean orphans to learn English, to develop their social skills, and to bring a social awareness in Korean society. There are about 25 foreign/Korean volunteers that at least attend to the orphanages once a month and they teach English with the materials available.

Purpose: 
This project aims to give an opportunity for the orphans of Daegu to improve their education, to improve their social skills, and develop/discover their talents. Basically, the main idea of this project is to encourage orphans to gain interested in particular artistic activities that would motivate them to persuade a higher education in the near future.    

Process and Method: 

The organization of a yearly contest is the event that could promote the cooperation of the local community, foreign volunteers, and orphans.  This event aims to focus in the education of Korean orphans through creating a social awareness in Korean people as well as in foreigners. For this reason, such event would award those kids who show a particular talent and a great enthusiasm to develop such talent through special academies (학원).  There are basically three categories that any orphans can apply to perform their grace, those categories are music, art, and theater. Those who apply would have a determinate time to sign up as well as to prepare their routine with the support of volunteers.  After 2 months of preparation, a group of professionals and directors of especial academies would select the participants through a system of elimination. The winners would receive a scholarship to attend to their respective academies:

5 best performers------ 3 months paid in an institute related with their discipline.
10 runner-ups----------- U$$ 150 for Educative materials such as dictionaries, encyclopedias, books, pencils, notebooks, for their respective orphanages.

Other participants-------Tickets to theater plays




-Tickets to museums



-Tickets to soccer games




-Tickets to concerts
In addition, such event would bring sponsors to support those children and raise a social awareness that would allow those kids to have more chances to pursue a higher education. 

Participants: 80 children from 6 years old to 19 years old.

Expected Results: 

There are basically two goals in this project: social awareness and the orphan’s education.  Awarding those who show a talent and encourage them to achieve their goals and also encouraging private institutions to offer Korean orphans more possibilities to improve their education.
