�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Parichay' means 'Introduction' when we meet a person. There is another word for the 'Introduction' chapter in books.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'hai' is 'is' in Hindi but it comes in the end of a sentence. Pronounce 'a' as in 'Ham'


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Aayu' and 'varsh' are purer words. These days people seldom use them.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� This is urdu inspired hindi. Hindi draws words from various languages and in present times, a number of foreign language words can be found in Hindi.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� This is again a purer usage. You can use the term 'Everyday Life'. People will understand it, at least  in urban areas.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Again 'nikat' is purer and 'kareeb' is urdu. 'Paas' is more common. The word for telephone in Hindi is 'Doorbhaash, but it is seldom used. People call it 'phone' or 'PCO' if it's a paid phone.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Aap' is used formally and for the elders as a sign of respect. 'Tum' can be used with friends and those younger and those of same age group.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Again, 'Dhanyavaad' is Hindi and 'Shukriya' is urdu.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Shama' is pure word for sorry, but it is seldom used nowadays.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Kijiye' shows politeness and respect to the other person.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� ko = on; kaam = work; karte = do; hain = are.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� People use 'Please' more. 'Kripayaa' is again purer usage.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Alvida' is from urdu, but not often used. We use 'Namaste' again.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� These are again less popular in urban areas as people are more used to using English. 'Evening' is called 'Sandhya' or 'Shaam' in Hindi, but I don't have a greeting for it now.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� both are pure Hindi words. People understand if you say bathroom.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Ch' as in 'Cha cha cha...'


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Word 'Reservation' is used mostly.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Mez' is again a word which people don't use much in urban areas. Pronounce 'e' as in 'Pay'


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Aarakshit' is again not so popular. You can say 'Reserve' or 'book'. That will do.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'dijiye' shows politeness. Can use 'Please' in place of 'Kripayaa'


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Bachao is one word for help. For instance, if you are falling in water, you can say 'bachao'. You can use 'madad karo' when you are seeking help from somebody and are not in a hurry like when you are falling or drowning.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Ruko = stop; Bus = that's it.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Chikitsak' is again not used much now. In some villages, you can find 'Vaid' who is Doctor not by formal qualification, but by inheritence.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� Again a very pure form of language. People understand what a 'fire brigade' is.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� 'Kareeb' from urdu. 'Nikat' from pure Hindi. 'Paas' shall be fine.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  �� The number system in Hindi is a bit complicated when you compare it with English. We have different names for numbers until 100. Although numbers at unit and tenth places are represented through these names, it is difficult to explain here how they are combined.
