TIPS: Essay Writing

IT means 

1. Compose your piece in simple language, even a fifth grader understands.
2. Start with an argument, not necessarily always the introduction. For an instance, you may like to incept your piece that Democracy is good because it offers wide ranges of opportunities. It means that, always a definition does not work in the beginning of writing. Here you must know that, your reader do know the definition of democracy. 
3. Clearly identify your objective: whether you are trying to make the audience being persuaded for certain privileges, or merely attempted because you want him pleasured. 

4. Feel you are moving with essay, you're not isolated with the pen and paper, you're catalyst in between ink and the paper.  
5. Read and re-read for at least four times.
6. Have positive tone and attitude of dissemination of idea. Never try to sort-out weakness of concerning party if you are persuading for certain privileges.

7. Scan yourself with as many documents as necessary prior to composing one.
8. Practice each day at least for twenty minutes in writing.
