The government is the major health care service provided. Ministry of Health.

Since antiquity the major government referred hospitals in Freetown are Cannaught Hospital, Princes Christian Maternity Hospital and children Hospital.

There are total of only 51 hospital I the entire country. The 10-years civil war has had its toll on the health care services and the health personnel in the country. Hospital and clinics were destroyed or vandalized country wide.

All this coupled with the HIV/AIDS pandemic and ever increasing HIV/AIDS ratio of female: made in sierra Leone plus for more urgent medical services implementation to some the Sierra Leone child, especially the girl child (reference see author Leonis Olabamidele Golley-Morgan’s pioneer research project work for his master degree titled. A study on HIV/AIDS knowledge, Attitudes and Practices of High Risk Female Adolescents at Aberdeen", Freetown, which holds the highest percentage of HIV positive cases in Sierra Leone.

This research reveals that prostitution is on the rampage in the capital city of Sierra Leone, with school and University students doing public and broad day-light prostitution. The peculiarity of this vision is that it is a realized fact that entertainment holds a central role in the life of the young and also the old and so employing the philosophy of work (education) and play (entertainment) we hope to curtail and direct the energies of the youths towards sustainable development.
