Mr. Jain asked the group of participants to identify certain key concerns of the environment. They were as follows:

· Water

· Solid Waste Management

· Deforestation

· Energy

· Water pollution

· Erosion

· Climate change

· Global warming

· Land degradation

· Coastal marine

· Noise pollution

· Cultural change

· Industrial litigation

· Food + Agriculture

· Biodiversity

The groups were divided into 2 groups which consisted of South East Asia and South Asia. South East Asia had Singapore, Malaysia, Brunei Darussalam and Maldives. The South Asia group consisted of Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and India.

The participants were asked to identify youth networks within their respective countries.

Group 1: 

· Malaysia: through SAYEN and other such NGOs with government support and supervision.

· Singapore:  will focus on youth NGOs, Nature Society of Singapore, National Youth Council of Singapore and the Youth Flying Club.
· Brunei Darussalam: will work under the National Youth Council which has many youth bodies affiliated to it.
· Maldives: identified the National Association of Youth, the country is divided into 4 Youth Centres which works for the development of youth in Maldives.
Group 2:

· Bangladesh: 23 NGO’s which form the coalition of Environment NGO’s.
· Sri Lanka: has 6000 youth clubs under the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports. Locals get together to form Sharamadana which means donating labour. there are youth networks at the University level, Environmental Pioneer Groups registered with the Ministry of Youth and Environment. 

· India: Have youth networks such as Nehru Yuva Kendra, Gir Foundation, Community Based Organisation’s and Village Youth Groups. There are NGOs working from the divisional – state – national – regional levels.
