What is Youth in Development Partnership 2006?
Youth in Development Partnership (YDP) is an award program that promotes youth involvement in development and supports innovative projects from youth-led organisations and groups. It is an open and transparent competition with minimum cost and bureaucracy. The YDP's goal is to create a synergy where the youth of the nation and myriad youth organizations/groups representing them, come to seek common grounds and platforms, whereupon their issues and agenda can be consolidated and united into a national mainstream and geared for development through their innovative projects.

This program is conceived primarily in response to consistent demands from youth groups and youth leaders to mentor youth organisations and support youth initiatives and capacity building.

In an effort to capture the youth talents, with an enhanced focus on piloting youth led innovations, this program is coordinated by the Association of Youth Organisations Nepal (AYON) with the support from Poverty Reduction Strategy Resource Center.
Why Youth in Development Partnership?

Youth constitute significant Nepalese population, both quantitatively and qualitatively. Youth are central to solving the problems relating to young people themselves and that of their societies. Poverty reduction strategies or Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) are not achievable without the active participation of young people.

Therefore, we need effective strategies to help youth overcome the challenging transition to adulthood; to make the right choices, protect them from exploitation and neglect, and ensure their involvement in all spheres of the society and overall development of the nation and YDP is an effort towards this end. YDP is thus a step towards the mainstreaming of youth of this nation within national focus as not only the beneficiary but also a key partner in development and planning.
YDP therefore has three purposes:

· to encourage and support innovative projects from youth organisations and groups

· to recognize that youth have an important role to play in sustainable development while they are still young  and they can be effective advocates of change, both to decision-makers and to the general public, and they can and do make a big difference in implementing change on the ground 

· to initiate and foster inter-agency collaboration as a vehicle for outreach and youth participation

How does YDP work?

Call for Proposals

The announcement of the competition will be kicked off with a 'call for proposals' in early March 2006. All proposals should follow the given proposal application format. The submission should include:
1. Detailed Proposal in the given format
2. Organisation's profile

3. Copy of organisation's registration certificate (letter of support from school/college in case of school/college based groups)
4. Copy of organisation's latest audit report where applicable

All proposals must meet the eligibility criteria listed below and be received by 30 April 2006, after which a review process (described below), will select 14 finalists. These finalists will be invited to participate at the national competition workshop.
Review of Proposals and Selection of Finalists

Incoming proposals that meet the YDP's eligibility criteria will be reviewed by a group of independent jury. Proposals will be evaluated against a set of assessment criteria mentioned below. 14 finalists will be selected and invited to present their projects at the National Competition Workshop. 
National Competition Workshop - Selection of Winners 
The 14 finalist will be invited to the National Competition Workshop, where an independent jury will evaluate each project. At the end of the event on 30 June 2006, the jury will select the 7 winners who will receive the funding to implement their projects.

Project Implementation

Winners will sign a project agreement that indicates how and when the award money will be disbursed to them. AYON will monitor project performance, give technical assistance, if necessary, and help disseminate lessons learnt to the broader youth and development community.

Eligibility Criteria

Participation

YDP is open to any youth organisations/groups with a good innovative idea to share:

· Youth-led Organisations (NGOs and CBOs) run by youths 16-35 years old

· Youth Clubs

· Youth or Student groups based in schools/ colleges/ universities

· Free Student Unions

Joint applications from two or more organisations are also accepted.

Proposals will have to be submitted with a copy of the organisation's legal registration certificate. College/ university based youth groups who don't have legal registration must submit a letter of support from their respective school or college.
Areas

To be eligible to compete, proposals must reflect the theme youth in development partnership in any of the following areas:
a. Education

b. Health

c. Employment
d. Youth Participation

e. Agriculture

f. Conflict Resolution

g. Infrastructure and Environment

Implementation Time Frame

Proposed activities must be completed within 12 months of receiving initial disbursement of funds.

Results

The output or results outlined in proposals should be measurable and demonstrate a direct impact on the themes and areas outlined by YDP 2006. Projects with the sole final output of research, such as publications, training or conferences/ forums with no directly verifiable results will be ineligible.

Maximum Award Size

The maximum award size will be Rs. 3,00,000. Awards to winners will vary in size according to the needs outlined in their proposals.

Languages

Proposals may be submitted in English or Nepali.


Assessment Criteria

All the application will be evaluated on the basis of the following assessment criteria:

· Youth focused development 

· Innovativeness

· Sustainability

· Replicability

· Efficiency 

Timeline and Key Steps

YDP 2006 is guided by the values of inclusiveness, diversity, fairness and transparency. The overall process is described below:

Call for Proposals: 6 March 2006 - 30 April 2006
Proposals may be written in Nepali or English as long as the text will not exceed the given format. Proposals beyond the given format will be rejected. The proposal will be made available through AYON secretariat, AYON's website, various FM stations from all over Nepal and the Public Information Centre, Heritage Plaza, Kathmandu.
Review of the Proposals: 1 May 2006 - 31 May, 2006

All proposals will first be screened for straightforward compliance with the eligibility criteria such as proposals reflecting the theme and area of YDP 2007, prescribed format, length and proponent information. Proposals which pass the initial screening, will be passed to the independent technical assessors and will be evaluated based on the assessment criteria.

Announcement of Finalists: 1 June 2006

The assessment team will draw up a list of finalists (the proposals with the highest scores) selecting roughly 14 finalists. The background of the proponent finalists will also be verified.

Finalists, National Competition Workshop and Selection of Winners: 30 June 2006

All finalists will be requested to make presentations to the independent jury at the National Competition Workshop. A common format, guide questions and templates for the session will be prepared. This will be the last phase of the jury process. The  workshop will also be an opportunity for networking and exchange of ideas on the theme.

The Board of Jury comprised of leading individuals in development and youth will evaluate the project application based on assessment criteria. The Board will then announce their decision at the end of the event.
