Dear Friends and Students,


On behalf of One Global Tribe, the United States host of the YES USA Network, it gives me great pleasure to invite you to attend the 3rd Global Youth Employment Summit (YES Kenya) to be held in Nairobi, Kenya from September 13-16, 2006. 

We are excited to have the opportunity to bring 50- 100 young leaders, youth activists and other stakeholders from the United States to participate in this event. There will be hundreds of other like minded young people like ourselves from over 120 countries attending the Summit from around the world. We expect at least 1000 youth, and hopefully 10% representing the US. The first two Summits, held in Egypt and Mexico only had participants from the international community. Now we have the opportunity to get involved and join forces with our friends and future partners from abroad. 

We will learn and observe first-hand about the challenges and difficulties facing youth in developing nations. In addition, we will receive the training and tools to gain a global perspective of how to resolve what seem to be insurmountable challenges and problems facing us here at home. Disasters that include poverty and a major disconnect within our nation’s inner-cities, including low income neighborhoods, impoverished rural communities, and the growing problems due to lack of high-quality education and job training. These breakdowns are growing exponentially every day. We have to take action now, and set the tone for another way of living and being to prepare for the future. We have to become part of the solution, not expand the problem. 

This will be an opportunity to connect and express solidarity with the international community and to work in unity to bridge the huge gaps that are being wedged between the USA and youth from developing countries. We can find common ground and solutions to the problems facing all of us in the present and those looming in our future. I am really grateful to be given this chance to make a difference and participate in shaping what tomorrow will look like. 

The YES organizers are expecting over 2000 attendees. This will include individuals and delegates representing youth, 14-35 years of age, government officials, non-governmental organizations, development professionals and business leaders and entrepreneurs from 120 countries. 

Please visit the YES Kenya 2006 website, at www.yesweb.org and register online today! The costs will be approximately $2500.00 per person to attend the Summit. This includes airfare, accommodations, food, transportation and admission to all the sessions and events during the two days. You should plan arriving on Sept. 12th, leaving on September 17th. As you make plans please check out the airline ticket prices from your home base to Nairobi. The registration fee is $200, due by August 1. After that there is a late fee applied. Also, keep in mind the incidentals while planning your expenses. There is a link on the site to the “Fundraising Toolkit” prepared for the 1st Global Summit held Alexandria, Egypt in 2003. This booklet offers excellent strategies to raise personal funds for the trip, and teaches how to raise money for worthy causes, including sponsorship and support for yourself and your projects. If you email me with your name and address, I will send you a copy of the Workbook and Guide. 

YES Kenya 2006 will include plenary sessions, open forums, and skill development workshops. Kathy Eldon, President of the Creative Vision Foundation, www.creativevisions.org , myself and other members of OGT, www.oneglobaltribe.org will hold a working session to discuss how our national organization will participate in the US to further develop the mission and action plans for “the learning centers” and how to achieve the eight Millennium Development Goals that were adopted and outlined in the UN Millennium Declaration in 2000. You can receive community service credits for attending this event, and even though most of our local schools will already be in the fall session, your schools will gladly honor your requests to be absent from school for a few days to participate in this amazing opportunity. (My high school, New Roads, supports this effort 100%)
