We believe young people have a unique perspective that can have a significant impact in Canadian society and on our national and foreign policy.

The Volunteer Action Network will facilitate youth-identified grassroots projects aimed at developing creative ideas and policy solutions to pressing global and local issues and provide you with a supportive platform from which to nourish those ideas into action.

How does this work? 
Team formation: Volunteers will have the opportunity to join issue-based action teams lead by one of our Volunteer Advisory Council Members.
Meeting schedules and methodology will be created given each team’s respective circumstances. To facilitate the participation of youth from across Canada or overseas, meetings will be conducted with the support of a web-based networking tool. We will support members without access to the web by providing finances to work from an internet café or with a partner organization. 

Project Action Plans will be developed by each team.  This will include components like logistics, time frame, budget, policy based knowledge, partner organizations and knowledge production and dissemination.

Mentorship and Advisory: A senior mentor will be assigned to each project team to both support the project development and expand your professional network. A group of advisors has also been assembled to provide additional support for projects. Mentors and advisors have been drawn from YCI’s circle of influence as well as some of the most interesting and influential thinkers in global citizenship and youth engagement.
