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Introduction

The YOUTH BEEP! (Business Education Enhancement Program) is a business education project seminar series planned and organized by the Bachelor of Science in Business Administration of South Philippine Adventist College (SPAC) through the initiative of Mr. Robin Charles O. Ramos, the Vice – President for Social Affairs. The project name, YOUTH BEEP! is an alarm or to awake and it is obviously a youth empowerment program designed to shape and enhance the abilities and skills of the youth towards entrepreneurship and other business – related activities.

The project comes into phases with the theme: “Entrepreneurship as key Towards Economic Development”

YOUTH BEAT! (Business Entrepreneurs Action Team) Techniques Phase I is a seminar forum that aims to know and learn about the meaning of Entrepreneurship and its role in nation – building and economic development; government’s initiatives towards the promotion of entrepreneurship and to learn more techniques and strategies from the successful stories of the entrepreneurs. This will lead the participants to have a YOUTH Cooperative and make the YOUTH BEEP! as a legal organization categorized as a youth organization (school-based).

Phase II deals more on the introduction on Microfinance and Micro business. This will also introduce on how to start a new business that will lead in business plan making.

Phase III deals more on the improvement and enhancement of the business plan made in the Phase II in each component namely: management, marketing, production, finance, accounting and other related capability – building/business education seminars.
The seminar forum, YOUTH BEAT! Techniques Phase I was supported and sponsored by the National Youth Commission (NYC), British Council Philippines, 5th National Youth Parliament (NYP), Voice of the Youth Network (VOTY), as the event focused on how entrepreneurship integrates in youth activities and programs through YEP (Youth Entrepreneurship Program) of NYC, knowing about youth employment and education and the official Philippine Medium Term Youth Development Plan (2005-2010), a national youth program recently approved by Honorable Gloria Macapagal – Arroyo.

Focusing on Entrepreneurship, it was then contrasted and matched the youth employment vs. youth education and determining the programs and activities which inculcates inside the PMTYDP.
Objective of the Activity

a. To promote entrepreneurship skills and techniques to the youth to establish a unified action towards nation – building and economic development;

b. To provide information among the youth about entrepreneurship techniques and guides;

c. To give information about National Youth Commission’s programs and activities for the youth;

d. To learn more about the Youth Entrepreneurship Program of National Youth Commission;

e. To know what’s the government’s initiatives towards the promotion of entrepreneurship;

f. To learn and adopt some techniques from the successful stories of the entrepreneurs;

g. To be aware what is the national programs for the youth in entrepreneurship through presenting the Philippine Medium Term Youth Development Plan (2005 – 2010);

h. To inspire youth and student leaders to actively participate in implementing positive strategies, activities, projects and local initiatives with long – term, significant contributions towards economic development.

The Program


The seminar forum started with the Seminar Overview by the Youth BEEP! project coordinator, Mr. Robin Charles O. Ramos then followed by the singing of the Philippine National Anthem and the SPAC School Hymn by Ms. Debbie Resuena. Mr. Christian Vidal, the Vice – President for Religious Affairs of BSBA opened the program through prayer, then Dr. Benonie P. Llanto, the College President and Dr. Romar D. Sausa, the BSBA Chairperson welcome the guests and speakers as well as the teachers, faculty and staff of SPAC and the participants from BSBA and BSOA students. Ms. Maria Pamela Tendero, the Executive Assistant of Mohammad Hanny Camid, the Commissioner representing Mindanao of National Youth Commission delivered an inspiring keynote speech in behalf of him. Ms. Priscilla Marie Abante, the Commissioner at Large and the Chairperson on Entrepreneurship Committee of National Youth Commission presented the Youth Entrepreneurship Program. It was then followed by a working break through the Expectation Settings conducted by Mr. Robin Charles Ramos. 
Ms. Maria Pamela Tendero presented the recently approved Philippine Medium Term Youth Development Plan (2005-2010). Afterwhich, the 5th National Youth Parliament President, Mr. Steve Laurence Arquiza, adjacently presented, contrasted and matched the youth employment vs. youth education. He also shared about his personal successful story of being an entrepreneur and how Chinese people motivated their own family in doing business. The morning session was ended through prayer by Dr. Jimmy F. Faderogaya, the Academic Dean, and then a lunch break followed.

In the afternoon session, it was started through a prayer by Mrs. Encarnacion G. Navora, the BSOA Chairperson. Ms. Concepcion Travenio, the previous President of the Working Youth Club (WYC) of Department of Labor and Employment (DOLE) XI and a 5th NYP member shared and presented about the Government’s Initiatives towards the promotion of Entrepreneurship in behalf of Mr. Paul Cruz, the Youth Coordinator of DOLE XI.

The open forum was conducted. The panelists are the guest speakers, Ms. Priscilla Marie Abante and Ms. Maria Pamela Tendero represented the National Youth Commission; Mr. Steve Laurence Arquiza represented the 5th NYP and Ms. Concepcion Travenio represented the WYC of DOLE XI.

After the open forum, the presentation and giving of Certificate of Appreciation and tokens to the guest/resource speakers followed. Dr. Chliejvferwyn C. Catolico, the Dean of Student Affairs gave his closing remarks. Picture taking with the guest/resource speakers followed.
Dr. Romar D. Sausa, then presented the Community Extension Program which is to create a youth cooperative and he launched the BSBA Newsletter, named “Young Managers”. Closing Ceremonies followed. Ms. Dhalcedony Villamor and Ms. Edelyn Cuadra represented the BSBA and BSOA respectively in sharing their testimonies about the seminar. After which, the distribution of certificate of participation followed. But before the seminar was formally ended, the body decided that the YOUTH BEEP! be organized as a youth organization in order to have a legal identity and to sustain the purpose and its programs, then election of the executive officers followed.

Mrs. Encarnacion Navora, gave her closing remarks in behalf of the BSOA department and closed through the prayer of Dr. Chliejvferwyn C. Catolico.

Problems Encountered
The YOUTH BEAT! Seminar was started at 9:00 o’clock in the morning, instead of the original schedule printed in the program at 7:45 a.m., due to the travel time allowance of the guest speakers from Davao City to SPAC. Because of this, there is a rescheduling of the parts of the program. The Seminar Overview was done first before the Opening Preliminaries. The Expectations Settings was done after the topic 1 as working break. Each speaker was given a fair and maximized estimated time for each talk. The afternoon session was started at 2:30 p.m. because of the time travel from Digos City – SPAC during the lunch time at Hotel de Crisbelle. Since, the guest speakers had another speaking engagement at Davao City’s SK General Assembly, the speaking time of Ms. Concepcion Travenio and the Open Forum was squeezed and shortened in order for them to be at Davao City at 4:00 p.m. Learning from these experiences, the program/project coordinator saw the flow of the program fairly, worth and substantial to all of the delegates and speakers.
Major Output of the Seminar

The open forum was one of the outputs of the seminar, asking relevant questions, clarifications and giving and providing of opportunities on Entrepreneurship.

The YOUTH BEEP! project seminar series was made as a legal organization to have a legal identity as youth organization through election of the executive officers. The Constitution and By-laws will be created later before registering it to the Security Exchange Commission and the National Youth Commission’s Youth Organization Registration Program.
