	The proposed project is aimed to solve the different problems that Rural Schools and Medical Stations have by providing them an access to energy sources that  would allow a better fulfillment  of their activities and would involve and make the population aware of the concept, usefulness and advantages of the renewable energies.

We are also aware that we should reach other vulnerable communities ( such as native communities, for example) which are in a marginal situation with respect to  the communities covered by the basic services system. Through this strategy they would be able to have the same opportunities

	Argentina signed Kyoto Protocol on March 16th 1998 and ratified it on September 28th 2001.

In November 1998, The National Congress of Argentina passed the Law 25. 019, National Regimen of Aeolian and Solar Energy, through which the generation of electric power of aeolian and solar origin is declared of national interest all over the country, establishing tax incentives to any activity related to the electric aeolic and solar generation  aimed to provide public services. This is regulated by the Decree prescribed by regulations number 1597/99. 

On the other hand, the Undersecretaryship of Electric Power, dependent on the National Secretary of Energy and Transportation, has established the “ Electric Supply Program for Rural Populations Scattered in Argentina” (PAEPRA) in order to help the provinces with the electrification of rural areas, using mainly photovoltaic and aeolic  systems, hydraulic microturbines and diesel generators eventually. 

In the same way, the Provincial Energy Regulating  Entity of Buenos Aires (EPRE) is developing The Energy Providing Program for Rural Schools, aimed to solve the lack of energy in rural schools through renewable resources.  The promotion of solar and aeolic powers in the schools tries to fulfil a demonstrative role for the inhabitants of the region, as an alternative to the local energy problems. The National Secretary of Energy established in 1994 a program called Electric Supply Program for Rural Populations Scattered in Argentina (PAEPRA) in order to impel the creation of a Scattered Electrical Market in te provinces and submitted the so-called Renewable Energies in Rural Markets (PERMER) Project to the World Bank for its financing. Nowadays, the program hasn´t been started due to unknown reasons.

	40. Please write any additional comments that you deem important when considering your application.

	It is thought that in Argentina more than 2.5 million people live in rural areas that are not connected to any system and it is not foreseen in the future to establish a significant rural electrification through the supply of the system. These scattered rural communities, which are a small demand, are not taken into acount since they are not economically profitable for the energy supplying companies. In our country a population is consideres as remote or scattered, electrically speaking, when it is located 3 to 4 km from the transmition line. This means that many areas are considered electrically distant. The usage of renewable energies, suitable to economic and environmental characteristics, is considered for these populations. We should bear in mind that most of these populations are located in marginal geographical areas and are communities that have to deal with extremely precarious conditions. These populations with restricted electrical consumption are culturally behind and with no hope of progress. There is a dramatic tendency among young people to emigrate looking for a more promising future, but with the possibility of local progress if they could count on a minimum reliable electrical supply. The impact of the renewable energy supply is not limited to the access to a basic service of quality of life, but also it could and must serve as a decisive support to impel several strategies of social change. 

The energy supply activates resources that are nowadays inactive, as well as the creation of services that are nowadays hardly available for these communities, such as education, sanitary, communication, health services, etc.  

The current situation demands the identification of measures that support a rural development  through the usage of non-conventional alternatives that are not a harm for the enviroment, which leads to a detriment in the quality of life of the population. 

Nowadays, the energy technologies that are used are conventional ones and produce high consequences such as pollution. These hidden costs, called “ external matters”, are not included in the economic analayses of conventional energies. On the other hand, they should be carefully defined in order to  make an economic comparison with non-conventional technologies. Generally, when social costs are included in every economic analysis (including the consequences of the running out of the resources and the  harm to the environment) the technology from renewable sources becomes relevant and can be used in a competitive way. The fact is that these social costs are not considered, and taking into account that the equpment and installation of these renewable sources of energy require more investments than the traditional ones, its application is possible for these communities that spend important sums of money to buy combustible for generators or they simply do not have electricity.

Therefore,  we consider that this project not only will help these communities to meet their needs, but also it gives specific answers to solve the social, environmental and energy problems of these vulnerable  communities.
