

EDUCATION   (To be included in Paragraph 10 (e) of the Chair’s Text)

Referring to the JPOI, Paragraph 121 and 123: 

Awareness is crucial to the achievement of sustainable development; therefore we strongly recommend including ‘education and public awareness for sustainable development’ as a cross-cutting issue within the CSD 10-year framework.  
Mechanisms for the implementation of this cross-cutting issue can be:
a. Formal education: Inclusion of Sustainable Development in the education curriculum.

b. Non-formal education: Increasing public awareness and strengthening information distribution which can be achieved through government campaigns and NGO support.
PARTICIPATION AND CAPACITY BUILDING  (To be included in Paragraph 6/17/18 of the Chair’s Text)
As outlined in Chapter 25 of Agenda 21 and Principle 21 of the Rio Declaration;

We call for full and effective Major Group involvement in global, national and regional platforms for sustainable development, relating to the CSD. Such platforms include: the regional forums and the intergovernmental high-level segment.
Mechanisms for involvement must include:

a. Enhanced Major Group participation throughout the entire CSD process, including active involvement at the implementation and review/policy stages at international, regional and national level.
b. The establishment of multi-stakeholder national sustainable development councils with active involvement of major groups.
c. Referring to paragraph 17 (d) of the chairs text: 

The establishment of a solidarity fund to financially support major group (especially official youth delegate) participation in the CSD process, with the aim of guaranteeing equal north-south representation.
HUMAN RIGHTS  (To be included in Paragraph 10 (e) of the Chair’s Text)
The decisions reached and considerations of the CSD Programme of work have to be in line with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights of the United Nations and other relevant Conventions on Human Rights.
We call therefore for the addition of paragraph 10 (j) to read as follows:
Values and principles that are essential for achieving sustainable development, such as peace, security, stability and respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms, including the right to development, as well as respect for cultural diversity and ethics for sustainable development, shall be fully considered in addressing all themes in each cycle.
REPORTING / INDICATORS  (To be included in Paragraph 13 of the Chair’s Text)

An effective system of reporting, based on national and global indicators for sustainable development, is essential to assess the progress in achieving Agenda 21 and the JPOI. The Application of such indicators would not only allow the measuring of progress, but also the pointing out of constraints to progress.
Consolidated efforts from both, the United Nations agencies and governments have to ensure, that the resources for such reporting initiatives are accessible to developing countries, which lack the financial capacity to do so.
A mechanism for providing the capacity of developing countries to report includes support from the Global Environment Facility (GEF).
