In an effort to recognize, reward and further encourage youth achievement in West Africa, CLC West Africa Nigeria  call for a submission in an ongoing awards process called the West African National Youth Awards. Award competitions will run three times during the project’s implementation, in each country of West Africa, focusing on different areas of accomplishment.

· Written arts (poems, editorials, stories etc.)

· Video arts

· Web design
Social Enterprise

Under this component, you are expected to submit an initiative or a proposal that is geared towards the monthly theme through: 
A proposal showing how your youth project or your planned initiative will contributes to The Rights of every Child to good and Quality Education  in your community in forms of (dance, visual , photograph, music) etc) 
· -A small youth led local cooperative promoting or wants to promote The Rights of every Child to good and Quality Education  in your communities, through campaigns, and Capacity Building programs.
All artistic submissions should be an expression of youth on an issue that concerns them locally, nationally or internationally. As for social enterprise plans, they should, obviously, be aligned with a community need and should not be uniquely for profit. It has to sustain, its an enterprise but it needs to hold a social component.

This contest is open from December 17, 2007. 

Submissions will be voted on by TakingITGlobal members. A winner will receive a TakingITGlobal prize pack. You must be a TakingITGlobal member, under the age of 30, to participate.
Deadline: January 11, 2008.

(3) Conditions of Eligibility:
For individuals:
a. He / she should be between the ages of 13 – 30 years, i.e. He / she should have completed 13 years of  age on the 1st of every month of the financial year for which award is to be conferred and should be less than 30 years of age on the last day of that month. 

b. He should be a member of TakingITGlobal

c. The impact of the service rendered by him / her in person should be clearly identifiable, preferably quantitatively.  

d. He / she should not have been conferred such an award earlier. Such of the persons who are recommended for the award once and are not finally selected can, however, be recommended again. 

e. Persons employed with TakingITGlobal are not eligible for the award. 

f. Other consideration for guiding the selection of youth for the CLCWA award would include his / her reputation among the local community, his / her desire for improvement and genuine interest in the relevant field. 

4. Prizes

Award to individuals could comprise a computer, digital camera, scanner, an initial micro-grant or supporting grant to enable them start up their initiative.
