SUMMARY OF THE YOUTH AS AGENTS OF PEACE 
INTRODUCTION 
Following the post election violence UNHABITAT Partners and Youth Section has teamed up to promote peace in seven areas in Nairobi namely; Kibera, Mathare, Korogocho, Fuata Nyayo, Dandora, Huruma and Kawangware. 
This is a twelve month project with most of the activities taking place from January to April. It engages120 youth from all over Nairobi with most of them affected areas. 

ACTIVITIES 
Blood Donation 

A blood drive will be held from January 31st to February 2nd 2008  with the aim of promoting peace by saving a life. Young people have been encouraged to come and donate blood and also make the same requests to members of their communities. The drive is targeting to raise 500 pints of blood. 

Trainings 

Three types of training be conducted namely

1. Peace Trainings:
The trainings aims at enabling young people understand and manage conflicts and difference in a proactive non violent way. 
2. Community Based First Aid 

First Aid trainings will equip young people with skills to respond to medical emergencies 
3. Basic Emergency Response 

The training aims at equipping young people with skills in preventing, mitigating and responding to disasters.

Relief Services 

Kibera and Mathare have been identified as the recipients of both food and non food relief items. The areas were identified due to their high populations and also being highly affected.  Youth will package relief items and distribute them to needy families using guidelines set by Red Cross.

 Reconstruction Needs and Livelihoods 
Quite a number of young people living in the affected areas have just started to earn their livelihoods and have just started investing through property in their homes or businesses. The report by Safer cities highlighted some of these losses but it is not known to what extent youth where affected. Some of the shops burnt down employ youth. To most young people, this is their only source of livelihood.   In addition they are public spaces such as fields, halls that are considered safe spaces by young people. These spaces are areas where young people engage positively and contribute to community development. 
The project aims at looking at these areas and determining extent of damage and recommending ways of interventions and other opportunities for youth within the community. 
Multimedia Outreach 

Peer outreach will be through peer dialogues, peace poster and booklet 

Peer Dialogues and Peace Posters 
Youth Peace week, International Youth Day and possibly World Urban Forum are events through which young people will engage one another in discussing peace through the following themes:
· Harmonious neighborhoods

· Promoting respect and tolerance 

· Anger management 

· Unity and diversity

· Conflict Resolution 

A poster competition will be held under the same theme. The winners work will be exhibited in World Urban Forum iii in Nanjing China 

Peace Booklet 

Young people have written several articles and poems on how the post violence election has affected them. The article range from denial of basic needs and rights to cries that  Kenyans are brothers and sisters and to live peace. These articles combined with the winning posters will be turned to a booklet promoting harmonious neighborhoods.

The 120 youth will also be expected to reach out to other young people within their communities as Youth are agents of peace.
