Side-bar with visual of news being explained; for example: if speaking of a conflict in a particular country, it might show the country’s location on a world map.

Bottom bar will roll across with information specific to the news being presented; for example: giving a history of the conflict in question, the events leading up to the issue, or a short biography of the individual being discussed.
Weekly topic, relating to this week’s program, for the family to research and discuss, with the potential of submitting their final conclusions on the World Youth Organization (WYO) website.
Recommend a Sunday afternoon ‘FunTime’ family activity, with suggestions for a family style meal and activity.
Highlight a Community Service organization or activity that the family can do together.

Highlight and interview a youth or family who is doing something in their lives towards creating peace and happiness for others.

Have a short segment reading and showing humorous news and cartoons from around the globe. 
Introduce an interesting fact, word, custom, or sport, from a different county, each week.

Have a ‘Generational Moment’ (60-second segment) where the show highlights a particular year of a previous generation.  It will be a fun piece that includes music, art, fashion, family lifestyles, and events that occurred at that time.  Its purpose is to bridge the ‘generational gap’ among family members.
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
