Programmes at a glance:

· Behavior outreach program (BCOP). Their program targets the following groups of persons:
· People living with HIV/AIDs (PLWHAs).

· Youths in and out of schools
· Persons in slums and economically poor homes.
· Education and training program: ETP involves:
· general awareness campaigns against HIV/AIDs

· Training of peer educators and home-based carers.
· Production, collection and distribution of IEC materials.
· Research in local beliefs, attitudes, knowledge and practices supportive or detrimental to HIV/AIDs fight efforts.
Income generating projects program (IGPP).  Targets youth and women groups, clubs and people living with HIV/AIDs (PLWHAs) and their caretakers. It involves practice and support based on sound research, analysis and innovations.
