YES-MAURITIUS

Plan of Action 

1. Continue the awareness campaign on child safety on Internet for students and parents.

2. Organise workshops for young people around Mauritius and the Indian Ocean islands region to promote YES objectives.

3. Participate in Youth meetings in the African region and also at International level

4. Strengthen the youth network in Mauritius

5. Bring in the local and regional media to work as a partner with YES-Mauritius.

Updates on organized workshops and meetings to assess existing programs and gaps

1. YES-Mauritius had a one day brainstorming session with young people coming from different schools around Mauritius talking about The Sexual Exploitation of Children.  Pre-adolescents and adolescents were targeted in that session. Resource persons were from the Halley Movement.

2. YES-Mauritius conducted workshops on the safety of children on Internet. Five workshops were run in Mauritius. Some six hundred parents have been sensitized on this issue. The main partner was Internet Child Safety Foundation.

3. YES-Mauritius participated in the African Youth Parliament held in Nairobi in March 2003.

4. YES-Mauritius leader, Kailash Busgopaul was invited as member of jury for ‘Web D’or’ an annual event organized by the ISP in Mauritius .

Plans and/or updates for a series of workshops and consultations to raise awareness and build commitment to promoting youth employment

· Workshops with students and parents for campaign in Child Safety on Internet, (September onwards)

· Meetings with Youth organizations, ongoing

· A one day seminar on the theme “Child Rights”
