OBJECTIVE AND ACTIVITIES  OF TAMEYODA

To establish network among youth groups, Non Government Organization, Government, International organizations and various youth groups in and outside the country in order to have easy communication.

To unite and empower youth by educating them and help them to participate in economic, social, health, culture and environmental activities. 

To establishes activities that carry out lobbying to enable grassroots communities to participate in various development activities especially in fighting against HIV/AIDS.

To ensure opportunities for marginalised youth people to enable them to contribute to the development of their respective communities and national at large.

To encourage investment in employment creation and entrepreneurship development and skills of youth people to enable them establish their own enterprises and businesses.

To reach the neglected group of people such as the youth who are facing hardship, displaced, refugees, sexual exploited, beggars, elders, street children, widows and orphans for comfort and love through counseling and love through counseling, caring, and encouraging.

To organize youth groups in voluntary activities with a view to utilizing their talents and other potential gainfully as a means of eradicating poverty. 

To build alliances with other network in order to mutually strengthen each other and thus gain move weight in National and International level on an employment and development issues.

 To organise International youth activities geared to promote relations and better understanding youth activities and youth group within and outside the country.

Current Activities

At present TAMEYODA is coordinating the national campaign for youth employment, which is part of a global campaign that began at the Youth Employment Summit in September 2002.  A delegation of youth and government leaders from Tanzania attended the summit through the initiation of TAMEYODA.  At the Summit TAMEYODA facilitated youth in navigating their way through the summit.

In order to generate employment opportunities for youth, TAMEYODA is working in collaboration with various other NGOs in different regions of the country to organize youth economic groups.

TAMEYODA has also sponsored six orphans to join secondary school, as well as ten young people to join short courses in order to increase their employability.  

TAMEYODA has a very successful program for youth and HIV/AIDS prevention and care.  This program has resulted in the writing of two books, which will be published pending funding.

TAMEYODA has a responsibility to collect and disseminate youth  information through various Media Organization within and outside the country.
