What is the WSIS? 

World Summit on Information Society, which is going to be held in two phases. The first phase holds between the 10th and 12th of December 2003 in Geneva; and the second phase holds in Tunis in 2005

What is the aim of the WSIS?

The Summit aims to explore the major advances in information and communications technologies and how these are impacting the way we learn, work, govern and play. The Summit will bring together all the world’s nations to develop a global framework to deal with the challenges posed by the information society, and fully and equally take advantage of the opportunities it presents

Who is organising the WSIS? 

The United Nations (UN)

Who will participate? 

Governments, Civil Society organisations, Private Sector, the UN Family and other special interest groups

What is the process of WSIS? 

The regional and preparatory committee meetings (PrepComs) will lead up to the WSIS. These series of meetings have been instrumental in forming the agenda of summit, modalities of participation, targeting specific issues related to region, and draft Declaration of Principles and Action Plan
What are the deliverables of the WSIS?
