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Debate moments:

A lot of issues were discussed and many suggestions were brainstormed. In the following, the debate’s moments with the problems and questions raised:

Communication/Publicity/Promotion

*Problems: 

- How to promote civil and volunteer activities within youth communities?

- How to spread the message in a way that attracts youth and interest them?

- Shall we seek information or wait for it? 

- Keeping information private without a public space for it. (Hold information).

- Internet access: Not all young people have access to internet.

- Young people look sometimes for information but can’t find them. 

- Young artists and creators don’t have access to information that interests them (Exp: Safar found..)

*Solutions:

- Connect media to actions realized by NGOs.

- Use blogs for promotion.

- Make information simple to reach young people.

- Networking: Sharing information through different media means (Exp: Tunisian Portal Efada; Youth Without Borders network…)

- Open ISOC Clubs in universities to spread the message and INFORM.

- Public access to information requires certain language and characteristics so we need to identify that language. 

- Motivate by actions: Promote through actions.

Partnership/Cooperation

*Problems: 

- What will happen after we get informed? Does it make us engaged? (Message can circulate but without feedback)

- Where are concrete actions? (Humanitarian issues: Lions Club; Red Cross…)

- How do we motivate young people? How do we get motivation and belief?

- What about children? (Active youth and passive ones were children before they became young). 

- What about follow ups? When is the next forum?

*Solutions:

- The role of early education (Parents should set an example to their children).

-  We should have Follow up: Homework (Exp: Nest Forum in February 2009 during Tunisian Information Days).

- Volunteer exchange. Tunisian volunteers should open up to world issues.

- Give more individuals opportunities outside NGOs (Young  people have to get access to opportunities even if they are not a member in an NGO).

- Portal for Tunisian Humanitarian NGOs.

- Enhance these goals within the educational governmental system.

- Active citizenship in our daily life

Administrative and logistic problems

Alternative projects/ Other suggestions:

- Street festival: Street activities in neighborhoods revive activities in the street (Touristic effect, economic outcome..). Revive historical moments in the street (Cooperation with UNESCO)/
- Exchange forum between all non governmental organizations in Tunisia and volunteers (Like recruitment forums).

- We need to pay more attention to rural places: young and children.

 - Promote francophone theme: promote francophone products that already exist but aren’t promoted enough.

- Integrate and train young people with disabilities.

- Social entrepreneurship: Social perspective in commercial activities.
