National YES Kabul 2004

The “National YES Kabul 2004” will be a national meeting for Afghanistan, hosted by the central government of Afghanistan. It is scheduled in September 2004 in Kabul Afghanistan. 

The “National YES Kabul 2004” will be the first ever national youth employment summit in the country considered to create new employment opportunities for tens of hundreds of young adults.
