“No one deserve to be victimized especially the child”

Our children can do a lot if they are counsel about how they should protect themselves from the chance of being victimized. When Parents or child is counsel about the crime and how to act, parents can guide their child and remember them time-to-time; child knows what to so, if ever, where? How? When? They should act they possesses a better chance to stay safe than those who are not counseled.

If a stranger man asks your son or daughter to show the direction or tell him/her that he will drop him/her home.

Although kidnapping by a stranger is not common in Bhutan. But it is one of the most frightening. Mostly criminal make target at child or make their weapon, therefore, crime against children is common, like robbery, theft etc.

“Prevention is better than cure”

A. Basic Teaching to a child.

These are some of the points children should be aware about: -

· His /her full home address including name of the both the parents and their Telephone number (home and office)

· When? Where? How? To say “NO”
· When? & Where? To ask for a help

1. Police station 

2. Trusted friends house

3. Public places or busy shops

4. Direction to the house and save places-in case of emergency 

· Parents should always know with whom, what kind of friends your children’s are playing- name of the friend, telephone number and where about their parents live.

· Child should always call their parents and tell them where about you.

Points to Remember children 

· Lock the door

· If you are home alone, never say over the phone

· Do not open a door to the stranger if you are home alone

· Avoid being friend or talking with child who use drugs, fights or carry weapons

· Stay alert if you are traveling alone

· Never walk alone if you are upset, sad, lost or confused

· If a stranger asks you direction, say sorry I don’t know and walk away.
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
