RECOMMENDATIONS: Canada (Draft 2)
Communication/Education
Integrate agriculture in primary and secondary curriculum in existing subjects

Provide incentives for extracurricular activities within schools and communities, such as school gardens

Encourage agricultural or horticultural activities as a contribution towards compulsory secondary school volunteering
Access to Information
Institute mandatory labelling of all genetically modified food products in Canadian markets – *in consideration of European models already in place 
Enforce a clear and more all-encompassing advertisement and promotion of ingredients of food products – particularly in regards to “organic” labelling* with the objective of empower consumers – right to know what is in their food 
Effect initiatives for country of origin labelling (“Truth in Labelling” bill)
Include travel miles (distance that product has travelled) in regulation

Monoculture

Pesticides –  limit use, consider safety concerns on workers, put pressure on transnational corporations to honour internationally recognized (UN, ILO) standards with regards to pesticide use (not selling pesticides and insecticides that are banned in Canada in other countries)

Support the campaign to ban terminator seeds

Encourage local initiatives to promote “heirloom” seeds 
Health and Nutrition
Reconsider Bill C27 and other efforts to privatize food inspection

*Food and water are rights, not commodities  

Trade and Commerce
Incentives for small farmers – subsidies or tax breaks for small-scale farmers as opposed to large-scale corporations 
Waive or subsidise organic farming fees and revisit regulations around organic farming certificate to make it more accessible to small-scale farming

Continue moving away from “food dumping” of surplus Canadian food products in the international market, ensure that measures to untying food aid are continued responsibly and monitored.
Food Charter 
Support local and regional food charters aimed at implementing Food Sovereignty in a Canadian context at a grassroots level 
Urban agriculture
