What is the ICYS 2004?

The International Cultural Youth Summit 2004 is a gathering of the youth around the globe to discuss critical and timely issues in their countries while forging friendships and bridging cultural understanding through interaction. This event will also provide these young people of different backgrounds and orientations a common ground to exchange ideas and interact on specific issues affecting the global community thus creating a global culture to which they can substantially identify.

Who are the organizers of the Summit?

The ICYS 2004 is a joint project of the Youth Without Barriers Movement, UNESCO Club Philippines – Culture Committee and Student and Youth Affairs Unit of the Office of the Presidential Adviser for Special Concerns, Office of the President of the Philippines.

Where and when will the ICYS 2004 be held?

ICYS 2004 will be held in Manila, Philippines on 14-18 January 2004.

Who is eligible to join the ICYS 2004?

Participants should ideally be between 18-34 years of age, proficient in English, and familiar with youth issues related to the ICYS Topics and Themes.  

How to apply for ICYS 2004?

Interested youth can join by accomplishing the Application Form and by submitting the same, together with the required two-page essay to email addresses icys2004@yahoo.com or reauy_opasc@yahoo.com, on or before 15 December 2003.  The two-page essay shall discuss the importance of cultural awareness as factor for youth empowerment.   

Accepted applicants to the Summit shall submit the accomplished Confirmation Form to the above email addresses.

How much is the Registration Fee?

150 USD is charged for early registrants. However, 200 USD shall be charged all those confirming their participation after 27 December 2003.

What does the Registration Fee cover?

The Registration Fee covers hotel accommodation, full board and local transfers for the official program.

The organizers shall provide no travel subsidy for any local or international participant.
Am I allowed to travel after the ICYS?

Travel arrangements after the festival may be coordinated with the organizers of the Summit.  To prevent any delays in your local tours, please submit your desired itinerary after the Summit along with your Confirmation Form.  

Expenses outside the Summit shall be the personal responsibility of the participant.

What will happen during the ICYS?

The summit’s components are: (a) thesis presentations; (b) plenary discussions; (c) cultural presentations; and (d) cultural immersions in historic places in Manila.

The thesis presentations shall be carried out during the mornings followed by cultural tours in the afternoon.

At the end of the Summit, a declaration shall be signed by all participating delegates and in International Secretariat (to be known as ICYS Secretariat) shall be formed to facilitate coordination and linkages after the ICYS 2004.  Also, a bidding shall be held to determine the next country to host the ICYS in 2005.
