Indian tanks move in Sikkim after Chinese activities
30 Jul 2009 8ak: Last May it was reported that China had laid claim to an area in Sikkim, near the Tibetian border, threatened to destroy Indian structures on it and build a road through it. As India started a new survey to placate the issue, the Chinese intrusions continue and the Indian army has reacted by moving tanks to the area.

India Today reports that tensions are now increasing: The Indian army has moved T-72 main battle tanks to a remote area in north Sikkim after China increased patrolling in the strategic Finger Area. China now plans to build a road through the Finger Area.
