Media Influence on Youth
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Student Assignment
Media influence can be seen everywhere in today’s society. What we wear, what we eat; even the information that we are given on some events is influenced by what we hear and see on the TV, radio, commercials, movies or videos or what we read in magazines, books or on the internet.

Your job on this assignment is to choose a current youth issue that interests you. Find a quote that supports how you feel about your issue. The quote can come from a well known person, a poem, a movie, a song; there are many sources. This will start your opening paragraph.  Next, explain what is meant by the quote and take a stand explaining how you feel about the issue (this is your own opinion which you will develop into your thesis). The next few paragraphs will reflect your research on the media coverage of your topic. Remember that whenever you bring in information from another source, the sentence or paragraph must be footnoted. It must still be written in your own words. To denote a footnote, use sequenced numbers and use superscript to raise them with respect to the rest of your work.  (eg. 5 ) This is where you develop your thesis; this is the body of your article. The number of paragraphs written here is not set. To wrap up the article, you must compose a closing paragraph that ties together all of the ideas that you have expressed. It should reinforce your opinion; it should show that your research proves the opinion that you originally expressed. You may use a second quote if it further supports your writing.
