ASIA-EUROPE ARTS EXCHANGE PROGRAM

RATIONALE


This project is conceived with the notion of new approaches to theatre-making, involving young artists from different countries with different language and cultural background.


The challenge is how to make this piece of theatre working for both the mix-cast and the audience.


The current trend nowadays is how to make cross-cultural and collaborative productions that cross boundaries of language and culture to come up with a unique piece of theatre. This project is in line with this quest to search for a new voice in theatre.


The conception of this project is brought about by my 3-year multicultural and multilingual theatre training in Singapore (Practice Performing Arts School), wherein I worked with actors from Singapore, Japan, India, China, Hong Kong, Macau, Taiwan, Malaysia and Poland.

DESCRIPTION


The project (Asia-Europe Arts Exchange Program) is a cross-cultural and/or multicultural and multilingual project that hopes to bring in young artists from both Asia and Europe in a workshop-cum-production project. 


Timeline is not fixed, but the actual project will take place between 3 weeks to 1 month.


The venue of the project will be at Tambulig, Zamboanga del Sur and at Pagadian City, Philippines.


Components include the following:

1. workshop on alternative theatre

There will be a workshop on alternative approach to theatre. This workshop will introduce participants with discovering physical performance as a new voice to crosscultural theatre.

2. info sharing on young artists status

Participants will be given equal chance to share about the status of young artists in their home countries, as well traditional arts forms.

3. crosscultural production

There will be a production at the end of the actual project. It will be performed in cities to be negotiated later.

GOALS


Project goals are:

1. to hold a workshop on alternative approach to theater making


2. to have an exchange of information on the status of youth performing artists in their home countries


3. to share their countries performing arts tradition


4. and finally, to make a multicultural mini-production crossing boundaries of language and culture
