National Youth Policy

Within the Government, the Supreme Council for Youth and Sports, Ministry of Youth coordinates the national youth policy of Egypt together with other youth serving ministries and youth NGOs. Set up in 1965, the Council had 1,340 affiliated member organizations as of 1990 and serves as a planning and programming body which lays down the policy of youth welfare in the various fields (cultural, social, artistic, etc.). It also sponsors youth camps, competitions, and study travel projects. All citizens aged 18 and over are eligible to vote. The government recognizes the right of national youth movements to organize on a non-governmental basis for political and/or non-political purposes. The youth policy in Egypt devotes special attention to disabled youth, rural youth, as well as youth in areas with particular difficulties. In the mid 1970s, the Government established the Higher Council for Youth to co-ordinate with ministries of education, health employment, social affairs and industry, training activities in the respective sectors. Plans at national and regional levels include developing indicators and setting databases on youth activities, research on youth needs and available facilities. The Ministry is concerned with the effectiveness of information dissemination and the use of the media, published and audio-visual in promoting youth interests. It establishes training centers for youth and sponsors cultural competitions, seminars and conferences geared for and organized by youth groups. It is also responsible for establishing public libraries with relevant references and information material for youth. Recently, the ministry has focused its attention on revising and strengthening youth legislation addressing the housing, employment, education and industrial sector. One example has been the legislative and financial support given to industries prepared to produce sports wear and entertainment products for youth. There is also concern for devising mechanisms, which clearly guide how the implementation process will be undertaken at national sub-regional and local levels. 

National Youth and Student Coordinating Bodies:

In Egypt, the Supreme Council for Youth and Sports coordinates both Governmental and non-governmental youth policy as well as serves as a platform for representatives of major national youth NGOS such as those listed below. The Arab Office of Youth and Environment (AOYE) and Union of the Progressive Youth (UPY) also are active youth NGOs in Egypt. The Arab Office of Youth and Environment was founded in 1979, and it is affiliated to International Youth Federation for Environmental Studies and Conservation (IYE), to Environmental Liaison Centre, Nairobi (ELC) and to Arab Union for Youth and Environment (Khartoum, Sudan). The Union of Progressive youth (UPY) has approximately 2,000 members. It is affiliated to Pan African Youth Movement (MPJ), to World Federation of Democratic Youth (WFDY) and to Arab Youth Union (AYU).
