National Youth Policy

Within the Government, the State Secretary for Youth and Sports coordinates the national youth policy of Nigeria in cooperation with other youth-serving ministries and youth organizations. The Government has also developed specific policies for youth even before the proclamation of the International Youth Year. In the implementation of the national youth policies the Government encourages youth participation through their organizations such as Student's Union Organizations, Sports Clubs and other youth organizations. It is believed that their participation in these organizations prepares them for future leadership positions in the economic, political and social fields.

In order to better address youth issues the Government of Nigeria recently restructured the former Ministry of Youth and Sports into a new Ministry of Women Affairs and Youth Development. The aim is to achieve better coordination, efficiency and integration of all programmes in these spheres.



National Youth and Student Coordinating Bodies:

The National Youth Council of Nigeria (NYCN) was founded in 1964 and its purpse is the coordination ot the Nigerian youth organizations and their acitvities. The state and municipal youth councils in all 21 states of Nigeria are members of the NYCN. Regarding the national youth organizations, in 1990, there have been reported about 60 of them. Its main organs consist of a national conference and a secretariat. The objectives of the NYCN include the promotion of the unity of Nigerian youth and, as already mentioned, to coordinate the activities of youth organizations throughout the country. Furthermore, it intends to represent the views of the national youth to governmental authorities and to participate in solidarity actions among national youth councils of all countries. Its activities concentrate on conferences, leadership training seminars, exchanges of study groups and voluntary service projects. The NYCN has connections to the national Federal Ministry of Youth and Sports and is affiliated to the World Assembly of Youth (WAY). There also exists an umbrella organization for the national student movement called the National Association of Nigerian Students (NANS). It was founded in 1956 as the NUNS, which played an important role in some of the country's history, and reestablished in the 1980s as NANS. All student unions of Nigeria, that are elected by their students, are members of the NANS. The organizations sees its purpose in representing the Nigerian students and aims to promote their participation in national development and international cooperation. In addition to that it wants democratic reforms of the political and educational systems to take place. The NANS is affiliated to the All-African Student Union (AASU) and the International Union of Students (IUS).
