OK, So, I did some research. (By the way, I can stop emailing about this now, I just am upset about it). 

In order to get a judge to face retribution for a crime, you have to motivate their fellow judges.  

Now, the range of punishments goes from private reprimand to public censure, suspension for a time, and finally removal from the bench.  As mentioned, this decision is made by the other judges from the state.  (Unless it is a federal judge, in which case Congress decides).  

So, if you feel motivated to do something about the Magbie case, here are the names of the high-ranking DC judges that work with Judge Retchin.  Judge Rufus G. King, III is currently “investigating” the issue, but has not stated that he will make the results public, etc.  A little pressure may help.  

Some cities also have Civilian Review Boards or Judicial-Conduct Commissions, but I can’t find information for DC.  

I am going to send some letters, if people want to write and need ideas of what to say, I can give you a draft.
