Objectives/Time Plan

Objective

Oct. 2004 – Feb. 2005
Delegates selected from respective nations (10 each) through an application process including young people from all backgrounds.

Late Feb. 2005
 Meet in the UK (a residential) to establish training programme for the Kosov@ “Youth Parliament”.  Includes cultural exchange, as well as exchange of experiences between the three countries.

March 2005 – April 2005
Continue training/guidance preparation and agenda for July training residential in respective countries, mainly over e-mail etc.

Mid April 2005
Visit Albanian Youth Parliament to establish possible structures for a Kosov@ “Youth Parliament” in residential format.  (Building on cultural exchange.)

Late April 2005 – July 2005
Clarify and confirm roles of all delegates, within guidance process to start in late July.  Continue preparations via internet.

Late July 2005
Delegates attend UK Youth Parliament Annual Sitting and training week begins.  Possible opportunity to attend the World Youth Summit in the UK, the week before.

August 2005 onwards
Steering group in Kosov@ meets and starts to establish the Kosov@ Youth Parliament  with support from UK and Albania.

December 2005
First meeting of KYP and traing of members of KYP.

March 2006
Second Meeting of KYP
