Guidelines for the Review of the Youth and ICT chapter
1) Best practices:
a) Are there any best practices in the field of Youth and ICT in your country (national or local level)?

b) Best practices can be: 

i) National Youth Mechanisms (see below)
ii) Youth Organisations 

iii) Youth Projects

c) If you describe best practices please consider the following criteria for good practices:
i) Ethical soundness: The project shouldn’t break with the principles of social development work (i.e. equality, justice, tolerance). 
ii) Effectiveness: How effective is the project so far in producing desired outcomes and reaching objectives?
iii) Relevance: How does the model contribute to overall national or international efforts being undertaken? How is it in line with WPAY and other international instruments, i.e. the WSIS Plan of Action?
iv) Efficiency: How are resources (financial, human, local) used in an effective and timely manner? Are other actors (government, NGO, private sector) involved in the planning?
v) Innovation: Does the model encourage young people to participate? Does it attempt to break away from conventional top-down approaches?
vi) Sustainability: How is the organization able to develop and manage the requisite human resources to sustain its projects and develop new ones? What is the local commitment (financial, human) for the model? 
d) Please also write a few sentences about the successes and constraints so far.

2) National Youth Mechanisms:
a) We would like to write a summarised report about national youth mechanisms worldwide, including best practices if possible. Therefore we would like to ask all the members of the Youth Caucus, and especially those who acted as National Information Society Youth Campaign Coordinators during WSIS Phase I, to answer the following questions with respect to their own country: 

i) Are there government policies or programmes that specifically address ICT and young people in your country? If yes, what areas of focus do they have? Do they have specific, time-bound objectives? What about evaluation mechanisms?
ii) Are there plans to mainstream technology into school curricula in your country? Have you heard of peer-to-peer learning in your country, meaning that students are encouraged to share their ICT knowledge with other students by teaching in schools for example?

iii) Are there government departments conducting research and data collection on Youth and ICT in your country? How are these findings disseminated?
iv) Are there services or programmes to assist young people in using ICT to gain employment? Are there services or programmes to assist young entrepreneurs in the field of ICT? Have young people or youth organisations been involved in the planning, implementation and evaluation of such services and programmes?

v) Are there government programmes that teach ICT-related skills to young people? Have young people or youth organisations been involved in the planning, implementation and evaluation of such programmes?

3) National Youth Campaign Follow Up
a) These are additional questions to all Facilitators of National Information Society Youth Campaigns:

i) After the success of your National Youth Campaigns, has there been any follow-up after WSIS Phase I, especially on the part of your governments? Has there been an ongoing involvement of youth in national ICT policy-making? In the preparations for WSIS Phase II? In the creation of national youth and ICT strategies?
