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Day 3 of the summit witnessed the continuation of major sessions and meetings at both venues in full swing as focus, discussions and deliberations remained on e-Strategies, Internet access and Infrastructure


The GKP Youth and Gender Forums took place concurrently at the Kofi Annan ICT Center for Excellence and though participants experienced some language barrier and limitation of available venues for the breakout sessions, there were detailed presentations and exhibitions of various ICT4D projects with sharing of best practices and collaborative learning as its core focus.


Youth issues relating to use of ICTs for employment, financing youth ICT initiatives, role of NEPAD in building youth ICT capacity, and harnessing ICT for MDG attainment were discussed with suggestions and recommendations made. A key outcome of the youth forum is the decision to come out with the By-laws and working plan of action for the setting up of the African Regional Youth ICT4D network with the aim of creating a platform for African youths to implement and engage fully in ICT4D projects within their regions.

        Q:  	Can we get to meet you?


        A:	My name is Dozie Ezigbalike from Nigeria, I’ve been traveling since 1983 and I’ve been living everywhere else but Nigeria. I work with United National Economic Commission for Africa and I’m in charge of Geo Information. Q:	What is UNECA’s position towards Youth in Information Society?


A: 	We recognise that the future is with youth and we’ve got to engage them as they have a lot of energy which can be sustained on a long term basis. This year there will be African Development Forum V with the theme being on youth. That means that all our ICT, Gender & Governance Issues will be tied around the youth agenda.


Q:	What is the expected outcome of this regional meeting?


A:	At the end, we hope to have a common position on African Issues which we’ll take to the next PrepCom and we’ll be able to speak with one voice at the Tunis Summit and even beyond Tunis.
