REPORT OF ACTIVITIES CONDUCTED BY MOPE;

In the year 2004 the organization has conducted a number of activities based on workshops and seminars. These seminars and workshops mainly involved HIV/AIDS prevention and environmental health; starting with the section of HIV/AIDS and drug abuse conducted a workshop among ward executive officers, primary and secondary school teachers in Mkuranga district which involved of 200 participants’ altogether. 

The main theme of this workshop was to discuss on ‘the overall situation of HIV/AIDS and its consequences on poverty in Tanzania’; briefing on mother to child transmission of HIV/AIDS and discussing on the strategies of HIV/AIDS prevention in Tanzania.

We found that only 2% of participants were aware of the mother to child transmission of HIV and very few participants could mention at least two strategies for prevention of HIV in Tanzania.

We confronted a number of questions from participants regarding the relationship between HIV/AIDS and poverty i.e. which causes the other. Most activities of the workshop were sponsored bf Family Health International youth net in Tanzania whereby a total of three thousand USDs were spent. 

At the end of the workshop the evaluation found that mo9st people pointed out the government to reach peripheral areas to provide education on HIV/AIDS prevention as the matter is still not well recognized in rural areas which is also our next plan to visit villages this year.

In June 2004 the environmental section of our organization conducted a survey in three wards of Kinondoni municipal where it was found that there is no proper sewage disposal whereby most of the sewage is left to trickle freely into streams, and ditches found within the municipal, sewage systems are blocked and overflowed, it was also found that most of the streams, ditches and under bridges have been turned into bumping places.thu7s the health of over one million inhabitants of this municipal is in great danger of diseases like cholera,etc.

We confronted a group of young people working to collect these solid wastes and they claimed of collecting about three tones of solid wastes in a week and ending up with a salary of only five USDs.

The environment where these youths work are of high risk i.e. working without gloves, no boots, no masks, etc. they are most likely to be cut by sharp objects like glasses, they can end up with acute respiratory infections, lung diseases, they take some of the wastes and use them as scavengers, etc

Out of our curiosity to improve environment and rescue people’s health of these youths of Tanzania and especially in these areas we have planned to launch a project in order to tackle this problem of solid waste and sewage at grassroots. 

To get full support of the society and we have firstly decided educate the responsible leaders of the lower level, who are in touch with the daily life of inhabitants of the targeted wards in kinondoni.
