· VS insisted on a consultation about the status of Kosova. Wednesday 6 June, the American minister of foreign affairs, Richard Burns, during a visited to Kosova insisted on negotiations about the status of the area. Burns thinks a new conflict will start on the Balkan if the Kosova-issue will not fast be solved. The president of Kosova Ibrahim Rugova rejected still to talk with te Serbian president Boris Tadic, until Serbia falls in with the idependence of Kosova the president of Kosova does not want to talk. VN-secretary-general Kofi Annan has asked Kai Eide (Norway) to come up with a recomodation about the future of Kosova

· NATO keeps a strong peace keeping power in Kosova. Secretary-general De Hoop Scheffer has said the peace operation KFOR is nessersary because the comming conversations about the status of Kosova will high up the tensions. At the moment KFOR has 17.000 militairen in Kosova stationed. 
· Bridge of Mitrovica. On the 6 of June the bridge across the Ibar between the Serbian Norht and the Albanic South of the city was handed over by the Nato to the local police, existened out of Serbs and Albanics. The bridge is also open for cartraffic and not only for international cars also for local cars.
