Partner with TakingITGlobal about a publication project on Violence

My name is Sessi HOUNKANRIN and I am a Regional Coordinator for francophone and subsaharan African region at Canadian-based NGO TakingITGlobal (www.takingitglobal.org). I would like to enquire about the possibility of Kabete Youth Club to be our partner in a project supported by UNESCO and Sales.force Foundation section.
 
I would like to give you a background on TakingITGlobal if you don’t already know about us. TakingITGlobal is collaborating around several initiatives with UNESCO as Language as Violence, Violence as language and internship programs.
 
About TakingITGlobal: TakingITGlobal is an international organization, led by youth, empowered by technology. 
TIG brings together young people in more than 200 countries within creating positive change. TakingITGlobal's main program, the TakingITGlobal.org online community, now receives over 45 million hits per month.
I am attaching a brief description of TakingITGlobal programs and initiatives in 2004 to give you a better idea about the scope of our work.
 
Description of Language as Violence, Violence as Language project:
 
In a nutshell young people in 6/7 cities are invited and selected to participate in workshops on the theme, "language as violence, violence as language" and on different skills: digital photography, using diverse software, and online tools. Participants (approx. 30 per city) will then be invited to take pictures in their local community of relevance to the theme. The images are then uploaded online to the GG that exhibits all the submissions from the participating cities. 
Furthermore they'll become part of a creative video and some of the magazine supported by UNESCO. All connected components in one unique interactive umbrella web-page. The entire project will be presented at the UNESCO Youth Forum 2005.
 
National partners are requested to:
 
- Have one point person in local organization lead your role
- Have a local liaison based in the city
- Ensure the creation of a final report on their aspects of the project that goes online (with all the other reports from cities). The report doesn't need to be "formal" more diary like, a nice read
- Provide a local venue where the action will happen
- ideally upload the images to the site  but in case we can do this
- coordinate local youth participation (approx. 30 youth)
- ensure that the page per city is vibrant, youth participation within it, there are updates, blogs, discussions etc... throughout the project June-September.
 
Important notes:
 
- images need to be all online by end July 2005
- the UNESCO Forum is in September 2005 when all the deliverables need to be completed by
 
 From our end we will provide:
 
- Digital Cameras
- Support outreach to local youth, to ensure participation (we can target this intensively or less depending on how many young people linked to the local partner are willing to participate
- Provide a point person who will liaison with each or more city/cities
- Provide all tech development for the webpage and the different
sections: main project page, main project profiles, GG
- Provide overall support and coordination -Develop all final deliverables: video, site, gallery, magazine and presentation at the UNESCO youth forum.
 
All local partners will of course be recognized in all components and final productions and at the youth forum.
 
 
It would be interesting if you could discuss our proposal with your colleagues and get back to me about the feasibility of Kabete Youth Club collaborating with us as soon as you can. If you need more information, please feel free to contact me.
We will need letter of confirmation from you by June 10, if you accept to collaborate on this project.
