From our own initiatives through research we found out that due to poverty in our country 40% of our youth drop out of school before they attain any profession. This problem has barred them from getting employment, as employers want qualified workers.

In an effort to solve the above problem NAYODE started a computer training centre and other self-help project training like how to write proposals, budgeting and other skills. Since 2000 we have trained 200 youth according to our register using only 2 computers PCs and half of them have jobs so far. This has stimulated our centre to have a job-training centre.

As members of NAYODE, we were happy to learn of the YES programme and we thank the organisation for opening a web page for us to co-ordinate YES activities in Uganda.

CONSTRAINTS

Co-ordinating and  promoting net working in LDC countries it is not easy. Especially for NAYODE which is  based and operating in rural areas of Uganda.

Net working is very hard and expensive. Lines are poor and there is too much monopoly. In a town council like Kasese with a population of 35,000 people there is only one functional Internet café but prices are high. One minute on Internet it is 500/= Uganda shillings. Lines get off in the middle of surfing the Internet hence losing every thing and connecting a flesh.

The youth are poor the majority can not afford to support such initiatives we lack Computers, E-mail and Internet services of our own.

Any support plus training in Computer Science will help my team to co-ordinate YES activities in Uganda. We have a long way to go with YES, we have pre & post YES programmes.

It is my prayers that our organisation is supported with Computers, E-mail & Internet costs so that we can easily net work & co-ordinate YES activities.
