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Efforts of nationwide thrust on prevention of HIV/AIDS and STD through hand in hand distribution of message book “AIDS Okal Mrityu” by OSDUY under supervision of AIDS/STD program, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare.

Proceedings of the meeting held on 14.10.2001 at 3 p.m. in the conference room of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare on the performance appraisal report of the year 2000-2001 on the programme “Information, Education and Communication on Prevention and Control of STD/HIV/AIDS and drug-abuse through hand in hand distribution of Book “AIDS – Okal Mrityu” containing messages of prevention attended with reproductive health care management information services” executed by OSDUY under the financial assistance of the AIDS/STD/ programme of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare funded by UNDP with  M. Fazlur Rahman, Secretary, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare in the Chair. 

Members present 
( Annexure – B)

1. M. Fazlur Rahman, Secretary, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, took the chair and opened the discussion of the meeting with thanks to the members present. Dr. Md. Abdul Baqi, Line Director (ESP) and Director PHC with permission of the chair initiated discussion on outlining the different stages of progress of the programme. He stated that the programme was approved by the steering committee of the Ministry on 23.5.1999 and  instructed the Line Director for arrangement of funding from UNDP. The total cost of the programme was Taka 35,25,000 and a sum of Taka 5,00,000 was contracted for printing and distribution of 125000 books. Before printing the book was referred to the Technical Committee of the National AIDS Committee for vetting. The Technical Committee found the book to be provided with effective & useful messages for  the programme on prevention need and the same was approved by the technical committee & AIDS/STD Programme. The response of book in the use in National programme was found very much positive. The OSDUY prayed to the programme for release of outstanding Taka 30,25000/- out of 35,25000 and as per order of the Chairman of the meeting on the prayer of the executive Director, OSDUY, the appraisal report was presented by Mr. Abdul Awal, Executive Director which is enclosed in annexure A-1 to 22 : 

2. With the permission of the chair Mr. Abdul Awal, Executive Director, OSDUY presented the performance report of his NGO and outlined the information of OSDUY and different stages of progress of the programme of hand in hand distribution of book “AIDS-Okal Mrityu”. He highlighted the “AIDS-Okal Mrityu” as the innovative tools of OSDUY with effective messages and the “social groups” from the community for dissemination of the messages effectively. Also pointed out on other innovations, best practices, lesson learnt, capacity building and sustainability of the message giving etc. Finally narrated ground for furthering the programme and drew the attention of the learned members of the meeting for furthering the programme with the still available message book “AIDS- Okal Mrityu” with release of outstanding Tk. 30,25,000.00 for which a budget had also been detailed. 

3. After the presentation of the OSDUY was over the Chairman of the meeting requested all members to put their comments and if there was any query as to the information presented. All members expressed their comment on appreciation of the Messages and other events and activities of the programme and everyone expressed their satisfaction over the activities performed by OSDUY and the messages in the book were appreciated to be useful, effective and complete in the address of the community on prevention of STD/AIDS.

3.1.
In this respect learned member of the meeting Major General ASM Matiar Rahman, Chairman, Technical Committee of the National AIDS Committee retierated that he always encouraged such a write up “AIDS-Okal Mrityu” on prevention message on STD/AIDS and also mentioned that before printing the booklet was reviewed and updated by the Technical Committee with the help of a sub-committee headed by Professor Majibul Hoque, Professor Skin and VD of Dhaka Medical College. He also mentioned that this is the only book accepted on approval for disseminating among the beneficiaries and targeted population. In course of discussion he suggested that messages of elaborate condom promotion should be added in the book with other information on IDU’s  & TB etc.

3.1.1
Mr. Khandaker Fazlur Rahman, Additional Secretary pointed out that some 10% book should always be printed in English version and unanimously resolved. He also inquired about the copyright reservation of the book and the Executive Director stated that the copyright has been reserved with OSDUY. 

3.1.2
Dr. Md. Abdul Baqi, Line Director, ESP added that some more information on activities of other NGO’s, information about safe blood transfusions and other dental/ surgical universal safety measures with information on acid-burn punishment may also be included. 

3.1.3
Mr. Khandaker Mahfuzul Hoque, Chief of Bureau of Health Education informed the meeting that such information may be vetted by the IEC committee of the ministry and Technical Committee of the National AIDS Committee. It was also discussed that the Chief of Bureau of Health Education may assist the OSDUY in the endorsement of the information in the book. 

3.2 
In course of discussion, the H'nble Chairman Summed up that the additional informations as discussed be included in the message books. These were like as follows. 

1. The front cover page may be decorated with suitable picture.

2. More information on quality condom promotion.

3. Relation of Tuberculosis with AIDS 

4. Details about Safe sex practice.

5. Religious teachings on preventive need citing holly Quran, Hadidh.

6. Exercises relating to control of sex appetite and advantages of exercises. 

7. Details of various help line on prevention and activities of other NGOs.  

8. Preparation of good number of flyer for different public places/ offices/ doctor’s chamber. 

9. 10% book shall be in English version. 
10. Imam to be acquainted with prevention messages and it’s advocacy need. 
11. Information on IDU’s and TB, safe blood transfusions, dental, surgical universal safety measures and acid-burn punishment etc. 
4. The meeting expressed satisfaction on the presentation of information relating to the hand in hand distribution of “AIDS-Okal Mrityu”, and its outcome through appropriate approaches and creativities. As presented by the Executive Director OSDUY the information gap on STD/HIV/AIDS among the adolescent, adult and different sector population of reproductive age is actually high. He stated that if 32 million population of different sectors could be provided with 3 million effective message books in a short thrust like this- the rate of infection would naturally comedown and impact of prevention of STD/AIDS would be very positive. It was felt that the messages of the book should be extended to all over the country strategically and prayer of the OSDUY for release of outstanding fund of Tk. 30,25,000/- was quite reasonable and necessary in the interest of the programme and at a stage the Hn’ble Chairman of the meeting expressed his opinion that 50,00,000 (fifty hundred thousand) books shall have to be printed and distributed to address the targeted population all through out the country at a thrust. All members present were also of the same opinion. After threadbare discussion on the presentation of facts of OSDUY’s experience the following decisions were taken. 

5.
DECISION : 

1) The programme of OSDUY’s hand in hand distribution with current book “AIDS-Okal Mrityu” be continued and the prayer for release of outstanding Tk. 30,25,000/- and its budget is approved.  

2) 50,00,000 (fifty hundred thousand) books AIDS-Okal Mrityu shall be printed and distributed by OSDUY. 

3) Till endorsement of the suggested information the current book “AIDS- Okal Mrityu” shall remain to be distributed by OSDUY as part of the target of 50,00,000.

4) The OSDUY will arrange endorsement of the suggested information and submit to the programme for necessary action including vetting by the Technical Committee.

5) Pricing of the endorsed book and costing of budget of  50,00,000 (fifty hundred thousand) books or it’s parts to be submitted by OSDUY will be screened before release of fund by the programme.  

6) A sum of Tk. 5,00,000/-(five lacs) is allocated to the OSDUY for meeting the expenses in completion of formalities of endorsement and publication.

7) 10% book shall be printed in English version. 

8) Funding will be met from the UNDP fund. 

9) Line Director will take appropriate action accordingly. 

The meeting was ended with a vote of thanks to and from the Chair.

While we are engrossing upon sex workers and other vulnerable groups we are missing a large number of most venerable groups like clients/ bridge population who happen to be in multiple numbers than the sex workers remain ambushed in the community beyond the bound of intervention. And remain to infect the society and family unnoticed.
