PROCESS

We have contacted the various stakeholders that need be contacted for example we have contacted the Ministry of Labor, The office of the vice president and ministry of home affairs, ministry of planning and the Youth Commission. This was basically to find their participation level on the government side on the issue of Youth Employment Summit. We have identified a media person who will be able to post media releases for the YES and he will be attending the summit too. 

FUNDRAISING

Our efforts to get funds within a very short span of time could not work but we were able to identify some donors who have responded GTZ through Dr. Angela was able to Accept 8, We are still following up with SIDA and the Egypt Embassy. 

We have also contacted the Egypt Embassy through the African Development 

Cooperation to also come in and waive some of our air tickets.

THE INNOVATION MRKET PLACE

We have registered to participate at the innovation market place in Alexandria. At this market place we need the following

1. A poster of the YES Kenya Country Net work.

2. Banners and other materials that we prepare during our consultative meetings.

5. Country report on youth employment detailing the problems and barriers that young people face while seeking for jobs.

6. Country action plan for the campaign

We are asking the various organizations who are working on the issue of youth employment to submit their work that they think would be fit to display at the market place. This should be on a chart form on an A4 paper. The chart will simply include the programs of the organization and the little information you would like to pass about the organization.  Remember the sooner you send this information the better because we need to compile everything before 3rd September.

We also require some handicrafts for display, remember we will not be able to sell this and that we will return with them here. 

We also require your input on the participation level that your organization will play on the post summit session to implement the action plan for Kenya.

We will be working on modalities of fundraising for an independent secretariat for Kenya. From here all the issues concerning youth employment will be channeled.

POST SUMMIT PROCESS

It is my proposal that we will convene a National Youth Employment Conference to deliberate on the issues of passed in the Alexandria Summit. It is in this conference that we will have to invite all stakeholders from the Government, Intergovernmental Agencies, Civil society, Youth Organizations, Financial Institutions, donor agencies, Education and Training Institutions and Mass Media to come on the drawing board for YES Kenya.

It is from this conference that we will form the Steering committee with all the required stakeholders on board.

ACTION PLAN

1. Outreach Program to all stakeholders after the summit.

2. National Conference on Youth Employment

3. Implementation of the National Conference resolutions and Monitoring and reporting.

THOSE WHO ARE ATTENDING THE SUMMIT

There are organizations sending their participants to the summit and are not dealing directly with the secretariat. We would urge you to send your profiles to the secretariat so that we can work on modalities while in Egypt. Please study the summit co papers on the YES web page so that you can be acquainted with the sessions that you would like to attend. This is very important.

I call upon the help of every youth serving organization and individuals in Kenya to put their hands together so that we can curb the issue of unemployment among the youth in Kenya. It does not matter how many people represent us at the summit but we would like them to be a true posterity of the problems that youth in Kenya are facing and they should show commitment towards solving the unemployment in youth.
