The Youth Employment Network in Malawi will be launched formally on the 30th November 2001. The target of the Malawi Network is to create extra 200,000 jobs through direct investments in young people especially those living in the rural areas.

Using locally available resources and adopting advanced global technologies such as the use of computers to develop pro-poor and easy to empower youth employment opportunities.

The Malawi Network would be led by a Patron, nominated by the Young people as a role model in the decade long campaign in realizing the goals of the campaign.

The National Advisory Team comprised of influential business, academicians and public and private sector role models will be formed to give guidance to the young Malawians. The team will have Co-Chairs, a lady and a gentleman who will be at the helm of the campaign during its period.
