The Organization For Life Care (OFLIC) runs and manages the Foster Children’s Program. This program is grouped as an integral part of its Health education center of OFLIC.
· Health Education Center

This is the principal focus of the organization’s activities. The center would champion the fight against STD/HIV/AIDS. It organizes campaigns, outreach programs as well as execute all AIDS and Reproductive health Education projects and has a Pro-life unit to fight against abortions and the destruction of human life and working in close collaboration with the Christian Youth Ministry. This center runs the Foster Children’s Project with the aim of identifying underprivileged children either as a result of AIDS, Poverty or other unfortunate situations, bringing them together and seeking for means of educating and training them to be self reliant citizens. The Project includes.

Foster Parent: Describes any benevolent person, group or organization within or without the country, that willingly donates whether finances, materials or any form of aid to the Forster Children Program. A Foster Parent may decide to sponsor the education of a particular child or number of children they desire. OFLIC’s function here is to identify the donor and beneficiary and to make sure the funds allocated are used judiciously to the best interest of the beneficiary.

Forster Children: Describes clubs made up of those children who have Foster Parents and are undergoing direct sponsor from them. This therefore means that each Foster Parent has a Foster child or children. Along side their training, the children come together during their club meetings and benefit from AIDS Sensitization and capacity-building programs organized by OFLIC.

Foster Families: Describes clubs made up of those parents whose children are receiving help. We also thought that they should come together and contribute their own quota to the upbringing of their children. We believe that coming together; parents can better find ways to improve on them selves and their children. They would develop good value systems and become the shining examples of what they expect of their own children. They organize activities including fund raising activities to finance the education of their children alongside the Foster Parents. They are also benefit from other educational programs provided by OFLIC.
