CANADIAN YOUTH DELEGATION TO NAIROBI - APPLICATION

COP12 / MOP2: Nairobi, Kenya 

November 6-17, 2006
Overview: 2005’s UN climate negotiations saw an extremely strong, coordinated youth presence at the COP 11/ MOP 1 meeting in Montreal. There were many significant achievements, including forceful lobbying of delegates, fantastic youth capacity-building, great youth media coverage, a wildly successful blog (www.itsgettinghotinhere.org), strong youth participation in the Montreal March for the Climate, and the development of relationships and networks between youth, youth organizations and seasoned climate activists. 

This year, the COP is in Nairobi, Kenya – a vastly different environment, with different expectations and different hopes. Kyoto Protocol Articles 4.3 and 4.5 are of significant importance (North-South technology and resource transfer as well as contributions to the funding mechanisms for developing countries). As well, the political landscape has changed dramatically in Canada as the government declares that we will be unable to meet our emissions reductions commitments and is calling for voluntary (ie. non-binding!) commitments in a post-2012 Protocol. 

PROJECT OBJECTIVES

1. Guarantee a Canadian youth presence at the UN climate negotiations and increase youth capacity to engage in the international climate policy process.

2. Engage the Canadian public, via an aggressive and widespread media strategy that will increase awareness of climate change issues among the Canadian public prior to, during and after the conference.

3. Support the launch of the African Youth Initiative on Climate Change (AYICC) and create lasting international youth networks on climate change; and 

4. Secure a permanent youth constituency at the UNFCCC.

This upcoming effort in Nairobi will be an amazing opportunity to engage the international community in the climate process and to meet and learn from youth from around the world, especially Africa. We ask a commitment of 5 to 10 hours every week from each delegate in the weeks leading up to the conference, and for all delegates to attend a pre-COP summit in Toronto on November 2 to 3rd.

Delegates will be selected by committee. Applications will be accepted from September 24th to October 2nd at 6 p.m. EST and applicants will be selected by October the 6th. The UN requires all delegates’ names be submitted by October 13th. 

We hope to create a diverse and knowledgeable team of youth representative of Canada. Thank you for your interest and see you in Nairobi!

13. Immunizations. All delegates are responsible for arranging their own immunizations. Pending funding these costs will be reimbursed. The total cost should run no higher than $500.00. Please do not hesitate to contact the organizing team if you have questions or concerns regarding immunizations.

It is best to call a travel immunization clinic ASAP and book an appointment. Many book 3-4 weeks in advance (and some shots are required up to 1 month prior to departure), however they do typically keep a few spaces open for last-minute clients – they have consultation fees (often $20-35) plus fees for necessary shots. Be prepared to pay for the full cost of before receiving immunization.

http://www.phac-aspc.gc.ca/tmp-pmv/travel/clinic_e.html. You can also call your local health unit for details about the closest clinic (if they don't do immunizations themselves).

Be sure to take your immunization records with you when you go. If you do not have your Yellow Fever Immunization Card with you, you will not be allowed into Kenya. Other records are good to keep with you but probably will not be requested by authorities.

Yellow Fever vaccination is mandatory to travel to Kenya - others such as malaria treatment are highly encouraged. For the purposes of this trip, and to minimize the risk of health issues for the Canadian Youth Delegation, we are making Malaria and Hepatitis A & B immunization mandatory as well.
